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JEAN LOUIS HEREMANS RECEIVES
RTIFICATE OF MERIT

- The #d of Governors voted unanimously

on Dec. 4, 1949 to award its Certificate of

Merit to Professor Jean Louis Heremans, fenc-

ing master at the Los Angeles Athletic Club

opd the University of Southern California.

The AFLA'S Certificate of Merit iswawarded
to those professionals whose pupils’ [fencing
and comportment in AFLA competition meet
the approval of the Board. It is not based upon
a fencing master’s knowledge as o teacher or
upon his accomplishments as a fencer himself,
os hos been frequently thought, these being
fields in which omateur fencers feel unjustified
to judge. It is similarly seldom understood
that the AFLA Certificate of Merit is never
voluntaorily offered by the Board of Governors
but is solicited on beholf of o teacher by two
or more members of the Board or by the Execu-
tive Committee of o Division.

In submitting the application the Executive
Committee of the Southern Califoernia Division
presented the following interesting summary
of Mr. Hereman's career.

Jean Louis Heremans started fencing in
Belgium in 1929 at the age of 15 ond a year
later won the Belgian sabre championship. He
was amateur sabre champion of Belgium three
times and its three-weapon champicn once.
He has represented Belgium in international
competition in all three weapons. Mr, Here-
mans turned professional in 1938 and a year
later become heod fencing maoster of the
Cercle Royale d'Escrime de Bruxelles. He came
to the United States in 1946 after having been
fencing master of several Belgium fencing
clubs ond selected os the three-weapon coach
for the Belgian Clympic Team which was to
compete in London in 194B. As previously
stated, he is now fencing coach at the LLAAC
and the University of Sgb‘l?‘ern California.

WASHINGTON SQUARE CUP
COMPETITION MEDALS

Although the Washington Square Cup Com-
petition has been held annually on Washing-,
ton‘’s birthday sinte 1929, medals have never
been awarded to the members of the epee
team winning this unusual event. The desir-
ability of having distinctive medals for this
competition hos been the subject of discussion
at several meetings of the Boord of Governors.
The cost of the die for new medals was thought
prohibitive, however, by the Governors. Since
the desire to haye such medals persisted, a
committee :onsistrnq of Lt. Col. Fred R. Weber,
Chairmon, Rabert! Driscoll, Tracy Joeckel, Nor-
man Lewis, Pieter Mijer, and Leo Nunes was
appointed to cinsider various methods of
financing the purthase of a die and medals.

At the present time “the committee has rec-
ommended the :Jdomion of o medal, as de-
signed by Pieter Mijer, and suggested thot the
60 members of popst winning teams be offered
permission to ntrchose bronze medals for
those victories of $5. per medal, thereby de-
riving sufficient profit to-enable the commit-
tee to liquidate VF\e cost of the die. The com-
mittee members | are personally underwriting
the initial expenses of the plan in the belief
that if it were properly pursued they might
obtain reimbursement of their guarantees.

In o few words, | shall talk abaut the post
and development of modern Hungarian fenc-
ing—far | know that American fencers are
aequainted wjth the latest successes of their
Hungarian rivals.

The relatively latest dictinct technical stage
of mogdarn fencing ochieved itself toward the
m'ddltqf the past century. At that time main-
ly epee' but also sabre and foil fencing, was
flourishing in Europe, largely in, Italy, France
and Spain, while Hungarian fencers were al-
most unknown, They may have excelled in
certain detai's, but techn.cally they lagged far
beh'nd Italian and French fencing, whigh, by
the end aof the 19th century was qude pro-
gressively spirited; you would say, re uvenated.
Purposely | mention the Itchans tirst. They
have assim:!cted the teochings of the French
and radically reformed their rathar bockward
techniquas so that soon they were rccc;n-zéd
to be among the best Speciclly the Northern
Italians ochieved mastery, who rot only tosk
over Ercnch techniques but also éffectuated
improvements an their weapons.

ombitious sons of the different nations were
hindered their skill. No wonder
that this woy the opinions they formed of each
other were rather obscure. This is specially true
of the Hungarians, who had the least chances
of cll to compare their adeptness with inter-
national stondards, Finally, in 1896, the lead-
ing Hungarion fencing orggmzation of that
time, the Hungarien Athletic Club, organized
o fomous match. All the great names'in Eurc-
pean fencing cppecred there  In rhg then
tashionoible match of the “‘masters’” it
the Italions and French who achieved laurels
The undoubtedly gifted Hungarion amoateurs
bogged some minor victories, but their out-
moded techniques still kept them behind the
masterly French ond the even more excellent
Italian fighters.

The Hungarions' favorite was always the
sabre, It wos Maestro Cav. Itolo Sontelli, an
Italian, whe won in this field. Even for the
layman, it was an obvious pleasure to watch
his brilliant technique, his perfect movements,
his lightning-quick honds. He fenced with the
stunning self-ossurance of .a juggler. QOver-
night his nome was known to Hungarian fenc-
ers and the public And this to the point, that
they did not want to let him go any more—
the excellent Maestro established residence in
Hungary in September, 1896, With him, many
other Italion masters set out for the tosk of
improving Hungarian fencing.

Undoubtedly, it is somewhat easier to teach
fencing in o country where this sport has been
practiced for centuries, But does the greatness
of the Americon notion not come from the
foct that it is atavistically competitive ond
that it is not satisfied until it has reached the
peak? In many branches of sports, unknown
in this country some decades ago, America has
reached the first place in the world. Perfection
can be achieved by assidious training ond
learning--the question only is what to learn
and how. Fencing cannot be taught the some
way to every individual, But under the direc-
tion of o good master each fencer will find
his individual method. Otherwise, he will be
nothing bul a deplorable zombie

In 1896 Hungarian fencers revived their art
by breaking with the past and engaging the
great Santelli to teoch them the modern
fencing with sabres. From him, a great fencer
and a grect pedago: , they have learnt the
secret which enables Yhem to be the greatest
fencing steom of ’fh:f\c:mufv, asserting their
superiority towards their great world rivals
the Italions.

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" PUBLIC HIGH SCHOOL
FENCING IN NEW JERSEY

I submit this information in the hop? it will
be of some help to other towns, cities and
stotes who ore just getting storted or are
having difficulty in getting organized.

In the faoll of 1948 Dr. James Flynn ond |
discussed the fencing situation existing in the
N. J. high schools ond decided it needed o
bit ofi stimulation from the outside. | was
chosen to take the initiative, and called o
meeting of all who were cooching a high
schoel team. There were eight responses from
throughout the State,

For the first time in our stote there was
arranged a complete home ond home round-
robin schedule. Rules ond regulations were
mimeographed and used as guides in addition
te the official AFLA book of rules,

We then set out to obtain official recogni-
tion from the N. J. State Inter-Scholastic Ath-
letic Orgenization, and in the spring of 1949
Mr. Short, secretary, advised us that fencing
had been officially sanctioned as @ major
sport.

The Fencing Coaches Group ‘met regularly
and awarded trophies to the school with the
best recbrd during the dual meet season. This
was very successful, ond the season is climaxed
by on individual championship.

The eight teams participating in the 1949
events were Lincoln, Ferris and Snyder of Jer-
sey City, South Side ond Barringer of Nework,
Bloomfield H. 5., lrvington H. S. and Butler
H. 5

Invitations have been issued to all schools

AMERICAN FENCING

PROFESSIONAL JUDGES

By Warren A, Dow

Mr. Dow wos Coptain of the 1948 U, S.
Clympic Fencing Team and has twice held the
National Foil Championship. He hos been a
recognized Internional official for many years
ond has been very active in the crganization
and conduct of our most important competi-
tions. His views are personal, of course, but
they are based on experience both as a com-
petitor and as on official.)

The rules of the AFLA and the FIE forbid
the use of professionals as judges in competi-
tions coming under their jurisdiction. Recently
there hos been considerable talk about chang-
ing the AFLA's rule so that professionals can
judge amateur competitions. This suggestion
hos provoked much controversy,

Since both the AFLA and the professional
fencing teachers are working toward the same

. gool—that is, the development ond improve-

ment of competitive fencing among amateurs,
we should ot this time give serious considera-
tion to what effects we moy obtain should the
rule be changed ond the professional be per-
mitted to judge and direct. As on amateur, my
chief interest is whether or not competitive
fencing would be improved by permitting pro-
fessionals to judge, and by "judge” | imply
judging or directing interchangeably.

SoMe professionals resent the current rule,
They feel that it is a reflection upon their
knowledge and ability as fencers. They point
out that they know more about fencing thaon
most of the amateurs. This is unquestionably
true. But this does not mean that they know
more about judging then the amateurs do—
for fencing and judging require different skills.

By International stondards the United States
has had very few really competent judges.
Some half dozen of our omateurs are recog-
nized as being equal to any Europeon judge
but the gap between our top few and our
second greup is very large.

Untortunately the some clso holds true for
our professionals. Only o very few have studied
fencing in an occredited academy for the'pur-
pose of teaching fencing. Most are former
amateurs turned professional; and as amateurs
many of them were not occredited judges.
These who were have certainly not increased
their ability as judges by the necessitated lay-
otf from officioting. Lack of practice in either
fencing, teaching or judging means loss of
etficiency

The three related bronches of fencing:
teaching, competing aond judging, all require
different knowledges of the spott. That per-
sons may aftan a high degree of efficiency
in the first ond second and not in the third
is a self-evident truth, and those few people
who can claim high efficiency in all three may
retain that efficiency only by constant prac-
tice in all three.

Some may disagree with the foct that the
knowledge of fencing required to teach s
different from the knowledge required to judge.
Nevertheless, 1t is o fact that a successful
teacher must believe in and have absolute
confidence in the superiority of the school or
style of fencing which he teaches. Any devia-
tion in execution of movements from his school
or style by his pupils egokes from him instant
criticism. A judge, on the other hond, MUST
NOT presuppose the superority of ony school
or style. He must give all styles the same
impartial analysis in making a decision. The
rules and rules only must govern his decision,

We haove already mentioned the common
aim of the professional and the AFLA. Part
of the development of a fencer is not merely
his mechanical training but his learning the
theory of the sport. From personal experience,
learning how, to judge (being required to un-
derstand the theory of the actions of other
fencers) gave me a better opportunity for im-
proving my own fencing game. Were the pro-
fessionals to do the judging, the amateur
would lose this training and his development

in the sport would be retarded to thot extent. N

To be a competent judge one must under-
stand the language of fencing. Too many bed
decisions have resulted not so much from
failure to see the touch as from inability to
recognize the oction by which the touch was
made. It is here that the professional can best
help—by devoting more time to teaching the
theory of fencing actions so that one moy have
more competent amateur judges. The need is
for more competent judges, ond when | say
more | mean many, masy more. Permitting
the handful of professionals to judge would
not remedy the situation. Let them therefore
teach’ not only the mechanics of the Sport
but alse the theory ond language of fencihg
ond leave both the competitive fencing ond
its judging to the amateurs.

THEORY OF TEACHING FENCING

To teach fencing is to conduct the pupil
through o course_of studies and practices in
drder to impart the greatest amount of skill
in the handling of the various weapohs.

Thé methods of teaching fencing may be
the .same but certain instances may demand
maodification. TI-F mental aond physical dis-
position of the pupll must be considered. Al-
though sound practice demande that several
rules be gbserved, in the case of physical de-
fect or Idck of flexibility of muscles, perfect
form shodld be sacrificed for the relaxation
thot con be derived consistent with the in-
dividual’s possibilities. Form will combine with
physiology to ultimately determine the exact
- picture of the movement and many times this
will decide the puipl's fencing individuality.
Gengrclly, this individuality must not be de-
stroy but should be moulded into the most
correct and advantageous method within the
pupil’'s limitations,

In order to teach well, one must ‘know the
proper progressive routine in addition to being
complerely familiar with the subject at hand.
In port this book will contain the correct
methed of approach. "

Fencing lessons should begin very slowly and
the pace ‘increased progressively. As speed is
picked up, movements should proceed from
simple straight thrusts or disengages to more
complex actions. The pace is slackened at the
conclusion and the lesson teyminctes with a
refurn to straight thrusts or disengages. Fhe
object of this procedure is to induce and main-
toin relaxation in the pupil throughout the

* lesson. The student has only notive energy to

call upon ond demanding “'pep’’ from his move-
ments may occasion him to become tense,
precipitating natural consequences. The multi-
ple repetition of movements performed cor-
rectly, with the pupil relaxed, will increase co-
ordination and focilitate the easy timing which
“is the basis of speed.

As a rule the instructor has a tendency to
teoch toe many things at the beginning. It is
impessible to progress from simple to difficult
actions without practicing fundamentals. An
understanding of the simple oction
enough. Performance must be perfect and in-
stinctive. When this stage has been reached,
more complex work may be undertaken.

Baseball can be used as an expository exam-

. ple. Throwing and catching the ball is dong

as an exercise. The constant repetition of these
actions, with special aottention to correct
form, makes for perfection and unconscious
ease of performaonce. The intricocies of the
game are studied later. In fencing this hap-
pens with the lunge and to a somewhat smaller
degree with the large number of other move-
ments. When performance has become auto-
matic, the fencer has time to think during
the bout.

The timing of movements and the coordina-
tion of hand and feet is basic. Timing is not
considered speed, byt is in fact preferable ta
speed as it is the basis on which true speed
is founded. We must repeat that it is a mis-
take to try to develop the individuol's speed
by inspiring excessive use of energy. The en-
ergy in on individual cannot be developed; it
can t:«[y be applied correctly to perfected
movements. To precipitate the pupil will make
his movements wild and stiff instead of sup-
ple and smooth, This is true of those who lack
energy as well as those who have an abun-
dance of it.

More than any other movement in fencing,
the. lunge should be perfectly coordinated and
performed in the most direct manner possible
in order to be fast, yet it is wrong to ask the
pupil to propel the left leg forward at the out-
set of instruction. It is sufficient that the left

is not turned ond the full extension of
thel left leg is mode. Any demands for pre-
mature speed at this time will result in o loss
of farm ond body coordination and produce a

is not’
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jerky movement. Also, the [pft foot may be
forced backwards and defeat fthe very attempt
of speed. The movemnent arm, body and
legs should follow without any jerking or
onticipation in their proper order. It is ad-
visable that at the beginning the pupil should
not move the left foot, so that he will be able

. to maintain his balance and have the base

needed for the movement. Once the pupil ha:
mastered his correct lunging distance, allowin

his left foot to glide a bit but olways flat o

the floor will prove on aid in recovering to
the on guard position.

When the time comes to begin teaching
compound attacks, the instructor should maoke
sure thaot the lunge is made at the beginning
of the final cction. For exompfe: the first
feint is made from the guard position by ex-
tending the orm; the second by decelving the
apponent’s parry and the third by deceiving
cgain; the lost deception is the time for the
pupil to make his lunge. When the pupil is
oadvonced enaugh, the action should be changed
so thot the first feint is frpm the guard posi-
tion, the second motion is on the stort of
the lunge and the final action lands with the
completion of the lunge. When this action is
taught prematurely the tendency of the pupil
will bey 1o bend the aorm during the move-
ment. I

Routine s essential, but the movement or
sequence o! movements should be interrupted
once n g while during the course of the lesson
30 @s to  ap the pupil intellectually alert and
not ollow m 1o become too mechanical. The
breok 1n  uting need not, however, change
the basic movement. For instance, if we ore
repeating the beat and stra:ight lunge it will
be good to alter the routine to a beat advance-
lunge, or advance-beat-lunge. Variations
should be simple until the pupil is advanced
enough so that he does not became confused

or disorganized. Such changes are useful in
developing coordination of the hand and feet.
Lessons ought net to be based primarily on
hand work ond then leg work. The two should
be developed simultaneously to coordinate
properly the fencer’'s movements.

The instructor should olways be careful to
make his own feints and parries precise so as
ta communicate his technique to the pupil.
Explanations are necessary, but it is more im-
portant to have the pupil repeat the correct
mévements wuntil they have become second
ngture.

It s suggested that the pupil be required
to moke o double change of engagement be-
fore executing any_porry during. the lesson.
The double .chonge is an excellent exercise
for the fingers and can also be used to ad-
vantage in preparot.on for ottacks.

After o Bupil hos been well grounded in the
basic movements, the fencing coach should,
from time to time, give the lesson with his lett
hand so os to accustom the pupil to attack
and return ggainst o torget in the position of
the left-handed fencer.

 mounted upon a base, also bronze, bearing the

inscription, “The Friendship Trophy—Presented
by his friends of the 'Darry Club’ in memory
ot Francois Darrieulat, a sound teacher, an in-
spiring master, and a loyal friend: twice coach

to American Olympic Fencing Teoms—A per-
petus| trophy to be awarded each four years
o the outstanding member of the United States
Olympic Fencing Team."

The Friendship Trophy is to be oworded
every four years to thot member of the United
States Olympic Fencing Team who was the
oustanding memier and contributed most in
morale ond leadership to the spirit of the team.

Mr. Parker personally selected the 1948
winner and, in dpsignating Norman C. Armi-
toge to that hongr, referred to his record in
the 1948 Games as hoving "fenced steadily,
brilliantly, resourcefully, ond alwoys coordinat-
ed his intelligence and great ability so that he,
amongst all the others who fenced so well, is,
{ consider, the outstanding member of the
United States Olympic Team of 1948." Joe
Brown, probably the greatest of the pupils of
the most distinguished seulptor of athletes this
country has ever known, the lote Dr. R. Tait
McKenzie, was the sculptor of the figure.

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ELECTRIC EPEE ITEMS
By C. E. Willous
In the lost il

ition of "American Fencing’’
a few things were touched upon in_"Electric
Epee Items” which were intended to get the

season off to a good start and to coordinate

the sport throughout the country. How fl
those points were chosen was borne out by
the first official AFLA meet held in the N. Y.
Metropolitan Area. In checking weopons and
body wires before the maotch for some twenty
competitors, 129 of the weopons were found
to be too long, 5% were not functioning ond
100, of the body wires were not in working
order. Thk tendency ct such times is to blome
the technigian for pointing out the discrepan-
cies, or te blame the source from which the
weapon or wire was obtoined. When an oth-
lete is being checked in ot @ match, he alone
s resgossiblerfor his equipment. Therefore, as
wos suggested in the last “ltems,—CHECK
YOUR OWN EQUIPMENT. ond do it days
ahesd of your match so that corrections can
be mode. Why not taoke os much interest in
your eumpmenf os do the shoaters, the archers,
the golfers, the tishermen and all the other
sportsmen who spend good money for equip-
ment?

We are dealing with o growing sport and
the service and component phases are still in
embryo. The situation is improving, however,
and in all prebobility a definite pattern will
be estoblished before the season is over. It is
all too easy for o manufocturer to go owver-
board trying toc improve equipment and set
up o coordinated service in a game with os
i.ew' followers as epee fencing. The part of
the competitar is to be well equipped, with
good training, good, clean, strong, well-fitting
clothing and with good, salid, smoathly func-
tioning weapgons.,

And now let us get down to some details.
What makes a good body wire? Basically, one
which keeps mechanical motions (i.e. the
bending and pulling strains of combat) com-
pletely cpart from the electrical current carry-
ing wires. Almost all European wires depend
upon very poor electrical connections to also
carry the mechanical stresses. After many
touches have been lost by a fencer equipped
with one of these body wires he usually at-
tempts to hold the assembly together with
adhesive tape. Connections very frequently pull
apart beneath this gooey and inefficient mess
and the wire then becomes even more diffi-
cult to repair. The U, 5. standard connectors
obviate this weak link in the complicated ond
many-jointed electrical epee circuit ""chain.”

Body wires for weopons with Europeon con-
nectors shouid have the U. S. stondard con-
nector ot the reel end. This will assure good
contact oand do away with the risk of acciden-
tal disconnection at the back end of the body
wire at least. Such o wire also does away
with the need of an adapter. The adapter is
o device designed to moke passible the use
of Eurapean body wires with U. S. standard reel
connectors. Much safer and better results will
be obtained by properly installing o U. 5. con-
nector on the reel end of the body wire as be-
fore described.

Note the remark "properly installing.” When
ossembling the Amphenol connectors (see
“Epee Items'' in December American Fencing)
olways bear in mind that the contact marked
#1 MUST be the ﬁrognd leg of the circuit.
Also when ossembling/ the contact base into
the shell, be sure tha® contact. #1 aligns with
the polarizing key. On some Amphenols two
tapped holes will be found in the contact base.
Use the one which shows through the shell
when base ond shell are correctly lined up.

One of the most important features of the
Amphenol connector s the cable clomp, o
small plated metal stamping which acts in the
manner of the chuck of a drilling machine
gripping o drill. The cable clomp is designed
fo grip the insulotion covering the three con-

b,
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ductors in the body wire therel keeping
physical stresses away from the el:z:rlcul con-
nections. When odapting on Amphenc! con-
nector to o European wire, it may be necessary
to build up the outside of the wire so that
the clomp can do its work. This can be done
by sliding a piece of rubber or plastic tubing
with an inside diometer which is g snug push
fit over the outside of the insulation of the
body wire. |f the rubber sleeving is too diffi-
cult to obtain, careful wrudpinq with adhesive
tape can be made to serve the purpose.

When cleaning wires for assembling into
male Amphenol connectors, strip the outside
insulation off for o distance of 1/2 inch—not
more than 9 /16 at most. Then strip individual
insulation off, exposing 378 inch of each of
the three wires. Twist each wire tightly on it-
self so that no individuol strands ore sticking
out 10 couse a short later on, and then tin
them with rosin core scider. Never use acid on

any cosnections for any part of electric epee

circu ts. Clean inside of prongs of connector
with a very small file. Slide cable clamp nut,
soring, coble clamp, locking ring and shell
over the wire. Tie a lcose knot in the wire to
keep these tems out of the woy while solder-
ing. Check with o buzzer for continuity—and
note well which s the ground wire (the one
from the offsebancno jack of the European
connection) and shide it into prong 21 of the
Amphenol bose. The others can be inserted
into eithef =2 or #3 prong. After so'dering,
clean any excess solder off the prongs and
maoke fthe assembly os described earlier.

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PROBLEM AND SOLUTION
FOR .FENCING IN THE
MID-WEST -

Fencing in the Mid-west varies greatly from
that of the east in public support and attitude,
and in competitive opportunities. Basically,
this s due to the fact that in the east fencing
as a competitive !Dor! is older and hos been
more firmiy established. Several of the east
coast states even have organized fencing in
the high schools.

| believe | can speak authoritatively on the
various comparative merits of the sport in
these two sections of the country, since it has
been my privilege to have started fencing at
a New York public high school.

The east coast fencer, particularly the New
York group, hos this future to look forward
1o in cornpetitive fencing following graduc-
tion, he or she can continue in the sport
through the medio of various fencing organi-
zation which abound in the city. Here in the
mid-west, however, following graduation, the
individual fencer must hunt out other fencers
aond orgonize, presumably under the quspices
.D’ the AFLA.

Suppose a group does organize, what then?
They meet once or possibly twice a week ond
work out among' themselves. This permits the
individual to keep a personal interest in the
sport olive, but after working out with the
some fellow week ofter week the fencer stunts
his growth as far as the sport is concerned.
Unless new talent is produced which will offer
diversion from the steody diet, the group will
never produce outstanding fencers. *

In order to produce new talent you must
first get the public interested in the sport.
Unfortunately, the mid-west public regards
apathetically any “new" sport, under which
heading fencin'g is categoricclly placed in their
mind. To overcome this.apcthy we must pub-
licize fencing. .

After coreful planning, the director of the
University of Wisconsin Racine Extension Cen-
ter and | have worked out a promotional pub-
licity caompaign with the hope that fencing
will become popular in this state. Since there
is much public interest in basketball, we have
decided to use the holf time intermission of
some games to hold fencing exhibitions. There
will be @ quolified person pointing out the
highlights of the bout and explaining the ob-
jectives in as simple terms os possible. Since
we want to impress upon the public the foct
that féncing is for all, this exhibition group
will consist of several men and women. We will
not attempt mixed fencing between the men
ond women. An organized tour has been ar-
ranged so thot the fencfng group will stop
at many cities in the stote.
