FROM THE PRESIDENT

Through the IBM cards maintained by
Columbia Record Club, which handles our
mailings to members at no cost to the
League, your President has been furnished
with a listing of all members of the AFLA
during the past six years. An impressive
compilation.

The listing also indicated which individuals
were members for the 1964-65 season. This
was mot an impressive compilation. It was
disappointing and disheartening to scan page
after page and recognize name after name -
people who had a known interest in fencing -
not current members. How to combat this!

Your National officers want to develop a
program which will be successful in increasing
AFLA membership. 1t has become evident
that the drive for additional members must
originate at the divisicn level. It is the res-
ponsibility of the National office to provide
divisional personnef with adequate material
to supplement the membership drive. The
AFLA Publicity Committee, under the able
direction of John Geraci, is developing a bro-
chure entitled “The AFLA and You”. It will
be available soon for distribution to all divi-
sions and is desgned to explan the reasons
for joining the AFLA, etc. We believe it will
be an impressive ‘‘sales” aid. Divisional
chairmen and Executive Committees must

assume the responsibility to insure the widest
distribution of the brochure at all fencing
levels.

A prime source of potential members exists
in each Division's files. Former members
should be contacted by mail, phone and in
person to rejoin and solicit members. Specific
individuals should be designated to perform
this task. The task should be planned and
organized in an efficient manner; work-load
should be distributed. Test drives in o few
locales have produced encouraging results.

Another very fertile source of AFLA mem-
bers is the college fencing alumni. Some have
continued fencing after college - more have
not. Preliminary test surveys indicate that if
several college alumni undertock the task of
soliciting AFLA membership from their college
contemporaries, the results would be inspiring.
Each division should itemize the colleges lo-
cated within its boundaries and designate
specific individuals for the task. Do not
select well-intentioned personnell - select
those willing to help by working. Results can
be achieved. It can be done!

We welcome any suggestions or criticism
regarding the effort to increase AFLA mem-
bership. Please help!

INSTITUTE ON GIRLS" SPORTS

The second National Institute on Girls’
Sports ot Michigan State University’s Kellog
Center for Continuing Education will explore
the sociological implications of sports for
women, review research in growth and devel-
opment, and increase understanding of some
of the sports in which women participate.

In the lost issue of American Fencing (Vol.
16, No. 6, p. 19) Norman Lewis states with
respect to our poor showing at the 1964
Olympic Games: 'From personal experience it
seems that the main reasons are lack of
frequent exposure to top notch international
competitions, scarcity of top caliber coaches
consistently exposed to world fencing, lack
of government financial support, lack of pub-
licity to entice athletic youths to participate
in fencing, etc.”

The "etc.” cannot be questioned except
by the King of Siam who is dead. However,
in Mr. Lewis” top fencing days and before,
when we did much better in international
competitions, it would be easy to prove by
documentary evidence that (1) we had less
frequent exposure to top notch international
competitions, (2) we had less top caliber
coaches consistently exposed to world fencing,
(3) we had no government financial support
and God help us when we do, for we will
then have a politically appointed Sports Com-
missioner and o government fencing super-

visor who may have been a manufacturer of
fences. A Tammany appointed chairman of
the N.Y. State Boxing Commission was a
ladies’ underwear manufacturer who was
quoted as saying, when he accepted the job,
I don’t know the difference between a right
cross and a water bucket.” Maybe the govern-
ment Sports Commissioner may say “Nuts to
fencing”’ as it is not a “body builder”. {(4)
We did not have as much publicity as today,
with TV of the Martini & Rossi International
Meet, articles, news stories, the nationals
moving around the country, etc.

grog instead of a couple of epees and a mask.

U.S. Sweeps Maeaccabiah Fencing

by Larry Bortstein

The American squad of eight fencers, in-
cluding one girl, swept all seven gold medals
offered in fencing at the Seventh World
Maccabich Games, August 23-31, in Tel
Aviv, Israel. Philadelphians Marty Davis and
David Micahnik took the individual foil and
epee titles respectively, while New Yorkers
Wally Farber and Carol Abby won in sabre
and ladies’ foil, respectively.

Farber was a repeat winner, having won
the gold medal in 1961, This year, approxi-
mately 1,000 athletes from 29 nations took
part in a 20-sport program.

The most saddening aspect of the competi-
tion was the failure of Albert Axelrod in the
foil due to a severely painful elbow condition.
Axelrod, barely able to move the sword, could
do no better than fifth in the six-man foil
field.

Joseph Elliott of Canoga Park, Calif., who
won the national epee championship in early

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THE CLASSIFICATION

CHART

While the rules of National Classification
of fencers are carefully delineated in the
1965 Rules Book (pages 139-142), several
questions were raised which prompted the
writer to prepare a chart of classification
shown in Table 1. The chart appears to be
cumbersome, but it readily ollows a fencer
to determine his classification. If you meet
the conditions in any column above the double
line your classification is shown below and,
where applicable, the rating of the competi-
tion,

To use the table check the upper left and
determine the competitions
fenced. Then check to see if the conditions
in any of the columns under the X" for that
competition are ail fulfilled or exceeded. If
so, check your classification.

If no conditions
fit perfectly you ore unclassified. Blank areas
indicate that no requirement exists for that
condition.

To illustrate: Assume that you have just
competed in the Open Official AFLA Epee
Championship of your division, with a field
of 24 and you advanced to the final of eight
to win the competition in spite of a strong
battle with o former Olympic competitor, a
‘B’ fencer, three 'C’ fencers and two un-
classified fencers. What was the rating of
the competition ond equally important did
your classification of ‘C’ change?

Reading down on the chart find the row
marked ““Other Official AFLA Tournaments.”’
Read across to the first /X, Undermeath this
is an "X’ in a row requiring that the competi-
tion be an individual event.
tinue down the column. The next require-
ment to be met is that 15 or more competed.
So far so good; continue down. There were
six fencers of class ‘C’ or higher. (Aside from
yourself, there were 3 other 'C’s, one ‘B’ and
the Olympian, who, as column 1 would tell
us, is an ‘A’ for o total of six). Next, the
eight in the finals were more than the re-
quirement of six. Good, proceed down. Alas,
there was only one class ‘A’ fencer in the
final and the condition of 2 ‘A’s is not met so
start ogain with the next column. Again the

It was, so con-
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same condition is not met nor is it met in
the following column, but by perseverance you
find the succeeding column does not require
2 or more ‘A’s in the final—hurray! Going
down this column you find that the require-
ment of 2 class 'B” or higher are met (1 A’
and 1 'BY) and also the requirement below of
2 class ‘C’ fencers (there were 4) including
yourself was met. Underneath “‘place won”’
is easy. You took first and so this column
applies. Geing all the way down and reading
across to the left at the next "X you find
that you are now a class ‘B’ fencer—congrat-
ulations. Reading further down in the column
you find that the competition was rated as a
Group 11 event. Competitions, as you know,
are rated after the fact based on the actual
numbers and strength of the entries and
finals.

One more peoint. Now that you are classed
‘B’ in epee, note that the chart shows that
you have a minimum classification of ‘C’ in
foil and saber,

Applying the facts of each case as illus-
trated above allows every fencer to determine
his classification and the rating of the compe-
titions, which he has entered.

Ed. Mote: These changes are not effective in
the US. until they have been reviewed by
the Rules Committee and adopted by the
Board of Directors.

Rule 27 (5) Add: “In all weapons fencers’

clothing must include a pair of white stock-
ings which will cover fully any part of the
legs ot covered by the trousers.”

Rule 31 change last sentence to read: “In

the absence of a negative reply from either
competitor he gives the signal . . . .”

Rule 35 delete second paragraph and add:

““When a fencer passes his opponent during
a bout the President must immediately call
‘Holt’” and replace the competitors in the
positions which they occupied before the
movement which caused the fencer to pass
his opponent occurred.

“When hits are made during the move-
ment of a fencer passing his opponent, hits
made during this movement are valid but a
hit made by a fencer after he has actually
passed his opponent must be annulled.”

Rule 327 (h) change to read: “"When a com-

petitor against whom a hit has been reg-
istered has broken his blade the hit must
be annulled.”” (it therefore is no longer
necessary to join the wires of the broken
blade to ascertain whether the epee was
functioning.)

Major FIE Events

Individual event will precede team event
in each weapon {as at present).

Team events will continue to consist of
one round of pools followed by direct
elimination,

Individual events will include at least two
rounds of pools to qualify the desired
number for direct elimination match plan.
Qualification from pools will be by vic-
tories and, if necessary, count of touches.
Fence-offs are used only if victories and
touches are equal. For the direct elimina-
tion, fencers will be placed on the match
plan according to indicators as ot present
(Rules 561) and will thereafter retain
their placings. All matches in direct elimi-
notions will be for two regulation bouts
with a deciding bout if required (see Rules
555, 556). Direct elimination will pro-

ceed with repechage which will insure that
no competitor is eliminated until he has
lost twice. There will be a final pool of
six fenced under normal rules except that
if there is a tie for first place in number
of victories, only one fence-off will be
fought and if competitors are still tied,
they will be placed according to the
count of touches in the fence-off only.

Mew Method of Direct Elimination

Fencers who win their matches in the direct
elimination stage continue normally until four
unbeaten fencers remain qualified for the
final round-robin of six. Fencers who suffer
their first match defeat at any stage have
the right of repechoge by additional matches
in direct elimination, always following the
order of the match plan, until two fencers who
will not have been beaten more than once
remain qualified for the final of six. Any
fencer who has lost twice in the direct elimi-
nation stage is eliminated. (See chart)

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THE FORGOTTEN CHAMPIONSHIPS

by Raymond W. Miller

Our record books go back only to 1892,
e first National Championships held by
e Amateur Fencers lLeague of America.
\ampionships had previously been conducted
"~ the AAU but apparently those records
sre destroyed by fire in 1903. Considerable
search finally brought fruit in the old New
srk Clipper and the New York Clipper
wnual, a sporting newspaper with some files
the New York Public Library. | hope the
stistics herein, such as they are, will find
eir place in the records next time they are
iblished.

The first clue to the forgotten champion-
ips was the stated reason for the founding
the AFLA.

It was on April 23, 1891 that o group of
ominent amateur fencers met at the New
srk AC to express their disapproval of the
5y fencing championships had been con-
icted by the AAU. They formed a com-
ittee to draft a constitution for a new
ganization and to prepare new rules, which
: can suppose would reflect their dislike
the way things had been going.

By the 10th of June the twelve founders
id signed up 89 other fencers and in 1892
e seceders from the AAU sponsored the
stional Chempionships for the first time.
ring the winter the League’s president, Dr.
immond, had conferred with representatives
the AAU who agreed to leave fencing
stters to the Amateur Fencers League of
nerica. Except for a brief skirmish in
nnsylvania in 1914, the AAU has acknow-
jged the AFLA as the ruling bedy for
acing in the U.S.
The truth is that the AAU itself had been
janized only a few years before the fencers
seded and had conductd only four champ-
ships.

The first was held in New York on April
d and 4th in 1888. W. S. Lawson won the
i, H. K. Bloodgood the sabre and Eugene
agins the epee. All three represented the
aw York A.C.

ige Eighteen

The second championship was held in
Jersey City on March 23, 1889 together with
the boxing and wrestling championships. The
previous year’s winners did not defend their
title but served as jurors, with H. K. Blood-
good as director. Two professionals, Regis
Senac and Charles Koch, also served on the
jury. B. F. O’Connor defeated Samuel Shaw
in foil 5-2, Luis Francke defeated O'Connor
5.3 in sobre, ond Dr. G. M. Hammond de-
feated O’Connor 5-3 in epee (No, epee was
not always for one touch in the dear old
days). All finalists were members of the
New York A.C. and O’Connor and Franke also
belonged to the Fencers Club.

The New York A.C. was the scene of the
third championship on February 6, 7, 8,
1890. An unimpressed reporter noted “"The
entries were unprecedently numerous, but the
great majority of the contestants were far
more distinguished by reason of their lack of
knowledge of the art than by their obility.”
Possibly he didn’t wait to see the finals, for
there was no question about ability there.
Samuel Shaw of the NYAC defeated his team-
mate A. Gregor 5-4 in foil; George L. Heintz
of the N.Y. Turnverein defeated Eugene Van
Shaick of Manhattan AC 5-3 in sobre; and
Van Shaick defeated Gregor 5-4 in epee.
Perry Belmont headed the jury which included
Higgins, Senac, Bloodgeod, Koch and Armand
Jacobi.

The fourth and final AAU championship
was held March 7, 1891 but there is very
little information on it. Certainly the seceders
were not discontented losers, for Dr. Ham-
mond the first AFLA president won both the
foil and epee championship and Charles G.
Bothner of the Pastime AC won the sabre.

The rules under which the four forgotten
championships were fenced may provide some
clue to the seceders’ disapproval. Many of the
25 rules were not different in principle from
the most modern. They called for a jury of
3 or 5 expert fencers, one of whom was the
referee who gave the signal to begin. Touches
were awardad by majority vote of the jurors
who called touches in both directions. The
competition was by direct elimination with

®
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opponents drawn by lot, except that meetings
of club mates were avoided as much as pos-
sible. Al those defeated by the winner
were eligible to compete for second place.
Rule 11 reads “The jury in deciding the
bout can add one point to the losing con-
testant if they think his general form superior
to that of-his opponent, and should the score
by addition of this point be made equal, they
shall fence for three more points. The method
of judging is based upon the idea that the
contest is intended as an exhibition of skill
rather that the mere securing of points.”

The foil target was marked on the upper
front half of the torso and a fencer forfeited
one point by turning his back or by avoiding
the point “‘either by o movement of arm or
body””.

The right of way is given to the attacker
and ““double touches, or cuts occasioned by
both contestants lunging ot the same time
are considered bad form, and in case of a
second offense one poiat shall be deducted
from each contestant”’. The rules of right of
way seem also to apply to epee and, accord-
ing to Rule 18, “a second thrust while in
the same lunge is not allowed”.

The rules of the AFLA, adopted October
14, 1891, were not unlike those of the AAU
for the most part. However, rule 4 provided
that each contestant shall fence a bout with
every other contestant. Each bout was to be
for an aggregate of five touches, with each
touch to count one point. “"The judges”, ac-
cording to rule 6, “may award to each con-
testant in each bout a maximum of 50/100
of a point for defense, 50/100 of a point

for attack, and 50/ 100 of a point
for general good form . . . The award shall
be determined by the average of the points
thus allowed by the judges. The contestant
scoring the highest aggregate of points shall
be declared the winner.”

For twenty years the fencers regularly re-
wrote their rules, until 1912 when in their
first overseas Olympic experience they finally
determined that fencing was primarily a con-
test for points and not an exhibition of form.
Strangely, whatever the rules, the victories
usually came to the proven fencers of guality.

Altitude no Factor

o great deal. | believe strict control should
be exercised over nutrition. Athletes should
only eat at the U.S. restaurant or other place
approved by our officials so os to cut down
on digestive problems. 1 do not believe we
need any special training other thon the
normal to compete in Mexico. This view ap-
parently is not shared by some of the other
nations. The ltalions arrived 3 weeks early,
the Russians trained at a camp located at

7 and after the Tournament were returning
to that camp until October 27. They may
have something, as they won 3 of the 4
events.
