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THOSE ElECTRIC EPEES 
Despi te repeated warnings, a very 

la rge pe rcentage of the epees at the 
Notiona ls foiled to meet the min imum 
standards fi xed for competition. The 
commit tee relaxed some of its ru les in 
order to permit olmost one hol f of the 
en tries to compe te in the championships, 
but this mercy ought not to be extended 
much longer. The weapons were either 
illegal or not in proper working order, 
a nd t he worst port of it is that many of 
them hod been purchased for the express 
purpose of compet ing in Detroit. Fencers 
hove 0 justifiable complaint against any 
deale r or coach who sells them weapons 
which do not confo rm to regulations or 
o re ossembled so badly that they will 
not funct ion prope rly. The other major 
source of trouble is the fa il ure to toke 
core of the weapons between compet i­
t ions. 

It would be incred ible tha t a shooter 
wou ld ente r the Na tiona ls with a gun 
t hat was rusty and t he sigh ts unadjusted; 
tha t on a rcher wou ld compete with a 
ma ke-sh ift bow and a rrows that had 
lost their fea the rs! yet thi s is exact ly 
what fence rs are doing when they travel 
to a championsh ip a nd do not have every 
piece of their eq uipment thoroughl y 
t ested a nd ad justed BEFORE they leave. 

Next yea r is Olympic year and we 
know that the internationa l commi ttee 
ve ry properly ma kes no exceptions or 
modifi ca t ions of the ru les . Our Olympic 
men must accus tom themse lves to weap­
ons which a re abso lutely right, and it 
behooves all committees next yea r to 
enfo rce t he specifications f rom the very 
beg inning. T he manufactu rers a nd deal­
ers wi ll provide prope r equi pment if you 
insist on its being perfec t . If you r weap­
on breaks down, have it repaired right 
afte r t he competiti on instead of woiting 
un ti l just before the next one. 

FAMilY SPORT? 
The Nat iona ls th is yea r t h rew the 

spotlight on the increasing ly la rge num­
ber of families competing in our most 
important event. There we re four hus ­
band -wife entries: Dr. Paul Makler and 
Hope Mokler (Philadelphia ); Ha rold and 
Penny Newton (Washington, D. C.); 
Donald and Sue Thompson ( Illino is); 
Sidney and Roslyn Schwartz ( Buffalo ) . 
As fa r as we know th is is the largest 
number of such entries eve r ha d in Na­
tionals. Abram Cohen a nd h is s ister Eve, 
both from New York, a lso competed. 
T he most interes ting of a ll , however, 
were the fa mily en t ries in the same 
even t. The epee sow Donald S. Thomp­
son (No. Ohio) and h is son Donal d 
( Illinois) renew their ri valry of lost year 
and Dr. Frank lin Jones competed in the 
same even t with h is son Roger (Phi la ­
de lphia). The sabre pi tted the Gorl in 
brothe rs, Jock and Sol (New York) 
ogainst each othe r. 

The husband-wife entries reca ll such 
g reat pairs .as Haro ld and Evelyn Va n­
Buski rk, Leon a nd Florence Schoonmaker, 
Warren and Helena Dow. The brothe rs 
and broth e rs and sisters recall Nick and 
Arthur Muray, Warren and Eddie Dow, 
Migue l and Jose de Capri les, Samuel 
a nd Mild red Stewart. 

Bout Committee's View 
Once again the la rge en try lists re­

flected the growth of fencing . There were 
37 tea ms and 162 individua ls represent­
ing clubs from a ll po rts of the country. 

T he Bout Committee decided to make 
the individual events provide the maxi­
mum competition, wi th a fi na l of nine 
or ten in each championshi p. T his was 
dane fo r two reasons: ( I ) Next year is 
Olympic year and it is desi rable to sub­
ject possible contenders to strenuous 
competition; (2) It gave the top men 
from the divisions as much opportunity 
os possible to fence against the strong 
fiel d and thus raise their own standard 
of fenc ing . 

The facilities at the Neighborhood 
Club in Grosse Poin te were very good and 
the fact we could run nine strips at the 
some time enabled us to hold two of the 
la rgest even ts on the some day. The 
select ion of Det roi t as the site fo r the 
Championsh ips encouraged large entries 
from the Midwest section yet did not 
deprive the individual events of top ­
cal iber fence rs from the other ma jor 
centers. M r. Howa rd Hoyden and M r. 
Byron Krieger, and the ir committees, de ­
serve muc h cred it for the a rra ngements 
ond the better - tha n -overage advance 
public ity. Unfortunate ly the Neighbor­
hood Club was too fo r from the cente r 
of Detroit to encourage the large a udi­
ence we mi ght o th erwise have had. 

The week- long tournament cou ld not 
have run so smoothly without the help 
of many and the unde rstanding of all. 
We are deeply gratefu l to the contestants 
for their sportsmanship and self-disci ­
pline. Mistakes were unquesti ona bly 
mode, but bod breaks were taken in good 
grace. We also wish to thank especially 
our friends of the Neighborhood Club, 
Gera rd Biagini and Byron Kriege r for 
their yeoman work as directors, Richa rd 
Perry and his cha rming young gi rls who 
kept the score-sheets and score-boa rds, 
the many fence rs wha judged, and finally 
Migue l de Capriles who wo rked from 
morning till night every day wi thout let­
up and without whose help and advice 
our task wou ld have been impossi ble.

SHAME! 
It hos come to my attention that Mrs. 

Theoto Bridges who entered the Nation­
als from Troy. N. Y. returned to he r 
home town in Ohio and received much 
publicity on the basis tha t she hod fin­
ished h igh in the Championsh ips and was 
ready to train for a berth on the Olympic 
Team. The true facts a re that she was 
admi tted to the Cha mpionships by cou r­
tesy of the Boord because she lived where 
she could not compete in a qua lifying 
round. At Detroit she was eliminated in 
the first round without hav ing won a 
si ngl e bou t and it was ve ry appa ren t that 
she cou ld not have qua lif ied for the Na­
tionals from any Divis ion having capable 
g irl fencers. 

Pe rhaps the reporte r was too enthusi­
astic' bu t ce rtain ly the basic facts must 
have been furni shed to him. This type of 
self-serving and inaccurate publicity does 
the sport no good and, when exposed , 
can lase us the good wilt of the press.

We have always pointed with pride 

to the fact that fencing is a sport which 
can be enjoyed for many yea rs after a 
man has finished h is school days. But 
even in ou r wildest claims we have never 
approached the accomplishment of the 
no t ion's oldest competitor, Mr. Pieter 
Mijer. Mr. Mijer, in his 70t h yea r, placed 
second in the A ll - Eastern Open Epee 
Cha mp ionship and th en qual ified for the 
Nationals in Detroit where he competed 
in both the tea m and individ ua l cham pi­
onships. In the team event he spork­
plugged the Salle Santelli team with on 
impressive number of victories. 

Men ten and twenty yeors younger 
than Pie ter, st ill able to participate in 
on active sport or to compete in local 
club competi t ion, a re remarkable indeed; 
but to qualify for a nd place high in an 
open championship at on age when most 
men are on the side lines glorifying in 
t he post, is probably without parallel in 
the annals of all sport. 

Piete r Mijer learned to fence a t the 
age of ten in Schiedom, Holland. He 
come to th is country afte r the first War 
and won the junior epee crown in 1923. 
He was National Outdoor Champion in 
1927 and represented Holland on its 
1928 ond 1932 Olympic teams. He won 
the Veterans 3 -Weapon Championship 
and has been a member of five notional 
championship teams. He was one of the 
founde rs of the Washington $quare 
Fencers Club which fo r mony years 
flourished in the Metropolitan area and 
now represents the Solie San telli. Few 
men have given so much of themselves 
to the sport either as competitors or as 
devoted supporters. 

Mr. Mijer is a textile designer of great 
repu tation and is on ou ts tand ing authori­
ty on batik work. He is on extremely 
versatile artist and can usua ll y be found 
at his s t udio in Greenwich Village when 
not on the fencing strips.

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THE 1951 NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS 

On the whole, the 1951 Notional 
Championsh ip Tournament, held in De­
troit, was on outstanding fencing ( though 
not a financial) success. The individual 
championsh ips were well attended by all 
sections of the country, and the number 
of actual contestonts compared favorably 
with previous yeors. We olso hod a record 
entry in the women 's fo il team event ; 
but the Quality of the men' s team events 
wos below par largely because of the 
absence of established stars from the 
mojor New York clubs who mode the 
t rip to Detroit only for the individuals. 

All of the competitions were held at 
the Neighborhood Club, in Grosse Poin te. 
The facilities were adequate and the 
organization e xce II e n t. Unfortuna tely, 
despite the efforts of the local commit­
tees, the attendance by the public was 
not what hod been expected. Only the 
women's event and the sa bre individua l 
drew a si zeable crowd, and those who 
came as specta to rs were mostl y fencers. 
T he problem of financing ou r notional 
cha mpionships by ga te receipts remains 
unsolved. 

As in recent yea rs, the girls from 
Southern Ca lifornia domina t ed both the 
team and the ind ividua l women 's events, 
but the Easte rn fence rs overpowered the 
opposition in the men's competitions. On 
the matte r of successfu l tit le defenses, 
th is year was the opposi te of last yea r : 
The th ree 1950 individual cha mpions 
who made on appearance retained their 
c rowns, but only two of the fou r team 
champions repeated. 

A mong the cl ubs, the Fencers C lub 
hod the best score wi th two team titles 
(fo il a nd epee) a nd one i n div id ual 
(epee ); second places in the women's 
team, me n's ind ividual foil , epee and 
sabre; and third places in the sabre team 
and men's ind ividual foil. The New York 
A thletic Club batted 1.000 in t he team 
even ts, capturing the only two it entered 
(sabre and three- weapon) , and also took 

one individual first (foil), but no o ther 
places. The Faulkner School of Fenci ng 
retained its team c rown and also won 
third place in the women's individual. 
Salle Santelli was shut out of ,the t eam 
titles fo r the first time in many years, 
bu t re ta ined the individual sab re cham ­
pionship, placed second in the sabre 
team, and third in the epee and three­
weapon teams. The Michigan Division, 
enteri ng teams in a nationa l champion­
ship for the first ti me, made a fine rec­
ord: second places in the fo il , epee and 
three-weapon teams; and th ird p lace in 
the women's team. 

Among the individuals, Janice Lee 
York, Silvio Gio lito and Tibor Nyilas de ­
serve al l the credit that goes to champi­
ons who successfull y defend their crowns. 
Each of them fenced in only one event 
and came through. J ose de Capriles took 
time out from hi s duties as na tiona l bout 
committee chairma n, not only to win the 
vacant epee title but also to spa rk pl ug 
the Fencers C lub teams in epee and sab re. 
Byron Krieger repea ted h is "i ron man" 
role of the Pan A merican Games and 
fenced in all the men's events except 
the epee individual, finishing high in 
both foil and sabre. He, more than any-

one e lse, was responsible for Michigan's 
excellent record in t he tournament. Dr. 
Paul Mak ler and Allan Kwa rt le r showed 
the g rea test improvement in the past 
yea r, and both mode two of the individ ­
ual f inals. On the a ther hand, the two 
leading young men from the Pacific 
Coast, Jerry Biagin i and Sewall Shurtz, 
were the greatest disappointments, per­
haps because we had come to expect too 
much from them too soon. 

This yea r, all of the championships 
were fenced through to a c onclusi on in 
a single day, and there was no formal 
Ga la Night . However, the soc ia l touch 
which is SO cha racteri s tic of fenc ing all 
ove r the world was maintained th rough 
the hospi ta lity of the Salle de Tuscan. 
Not only was its charming clubhouse 
open fo r post- morte ms and re laxa tion 
after every even t, but on the fi nal n ight 
all the fencers were invited to a beautiful 
garden party which included gypsy music, 
danCing, sing ing, and refreshmen ts . 

FOIL TEAM CHAMPIONSHIP

The open ing event of the J 9S 1 tourn ­
ament resulted in t he first successful 
title defense, when th e Fencers Club

EPEE TEAM CHAMPIONSHIP 
J . Sanford Saltus Trophy 

Won by Fencers Club (N .Y.) 

Salle San telli 's four - year winning 
streak in the epee team championship 
came to on end os the favored Fencers 
Club (N .Y.) combination, after a wobbly 
start, swept its lo st four matches to win 
its second 1951 t itle in two days. The 
new champions barely squeezed post 
New Jersey, 5-4, in the qualifying round, 
and then suffered a humi liating 6- 3 de­
feat at the hands of three cocky young­
sters from T exos A. & M . in the first 
motch of the six- team round-robin final. 
At this point, the Fencers Club ca ll ed 
upon its most reliable epeeist, Jose de 
Copri les, to roil y its disorganized fo rces, 
and the maneuver proved to be a winni ng 
one. Michiga n 's "A" tea m, victor over 
its " B" squad by 9 -0, capt ured the 
runne r-up spot on bout v ictories over 
Salle Santell i and Kentucky. The defend ­
ing champions, who fin ished thi rd, sore ly 
missed thei r great star, Norman Lewis, 
but still might have won or tied fo r first 
if t hey hod no t made tactical er ro rs in 
the ir c hoice of competito rs fo r the last 
two matches. Kentucky fought hard fo r 
on upset, a nd its f inal ma tch with the 
Fencers Club wos the decisive bott le for 
eithe r the championsh ip or fou rth place, 
so close ly bunched were the fir st fou r 
tea ms . The rampan t Texas Aggies e lim­
inated one of the top-seeded teams, 
Chicago's Unive rsi ty Club, to reach the 
finals in their firs t ma jo r compe tition, 
and then scored thei r a stounding vic to ry 
over the new champions; but the fire of 
you th eventually yie lded to technique 
and experience, and the Aggies d id not 
win another match .
