National Championships

Through a typographical error, the nation-
tional championship schedule printed in the
last issue of American Fencing is incorrect
for Tuesday, June 15, The preliminaries of
the women’s championship are to be held in
the morning, and the individual epee finals
in the evening. This is in keeping with the
policy of scheduling as many finals as pos-
sible in the evening.

The rules have been clarified as follows:
{1} in the event of a tie in bouts, qualifica-
tion to the next round will be by fence-off;
(2) In the event of a tie in bouts for deter-
mining the seeding for the individual direct-
elimination finals, touches will be counted.
If there is a tie in touches, the seeding posi-
tion will be determined by the toss of a
coin.

NATIONAL COMPETITORS' SHIELD

The Board of Governors has approved a
colorful brassard which competitors at the
National Championship tournament are au-
thorized to wear. Of simple shield design,
it is an attractive memento of the nationals
and will be available at a cost of $1.00.

The supply of AFLA shields, showing the
league colors and the ranking of a fencer
in the three weapons, has been replenished
and will be available at the National Chom-
pionships.

NON-AMATEUR JUDGING

The national officers and non-divisional
governors have voted that, for all metro-
politan competitions, non-amateurs shall be
permitted to officiate at the discretion of
the Bout Committee. The new rule places
amgeurs and non-amateurs on exactly the
same basis with respect to the judging of
New York competitions, and the authority
of the Bout Committee on the assignment of
officials is absolute. No change is made in
the present rules for the National Cham-
pionships, at which only amateurs are eli-
gible to officiate.

OFFICIAL A.F.L.A. PIN

The Board of Governors has approved the
design for an official A.F.L.A. pin, and has
ordered the manufacture of the die in the
expectation that a sufficient supply will be
available for distribution at the National
Championships. The pin consists of a verti-
cal sword and long narrow shield featuring

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ELECTRICAL FoOIL - - -

F.I.LE. Adopts Electrical Foil

The 35th Congress of the Federation In-
ternationale d'Escrime, held in Rome on
March 19 and 20, voted that all foil events
{men’s and women’s) at the 1955 World
Championship, and ot the 1956 Olympic
Games, shall be held with the electrical foil.
The vote reflects the judgment of the inter-
national commission on the electrical appa-
ratus that the chief technical difficulties
with the electrical foil have now been over-
come.

The chief objections to electrical judging
at foil gre: {1} that it may encourage com-
petitors to an excessive use of the remise,
which is difficult for the Director to analyze;
and {2) that the lack of practice by judges
may eventually lead to the detriment of the
formation of good Directors. However, a trial
competition between the leading French and
Italian fencers held recently at Milan gave
the following remarkable results: 75% of
the hits were decided at once by the regis-
tration of the apparatus clone; 22% of the
hits (where hits were registered on both
sides) were decided clearly by the Director
according to the phrase without difficulty or
question; only 3% of the hits (where regis-
tered on both sides} could have given rise
to different interpretations of the phrase by
the Director,

The writer had an opportunity to act as
Director of a trial pool of five leading ltalian
fencers. The apparatus functioned very well,
and no particular difficulty was experienced
in presiding, provided that the Director fol-
lows the phrase diligently and only looks at

the apparatus to complete each part of his
analysis as he would normally consult the
judges. It is, however, extremely tiring for
the Director and competitors, as there are
much shorter pauses than normally used for
the deliberation of the jury. Further, the
Director has obviously greater responsibility
—he must see everything! The Director
should be rested every two or three bouts.

The electrical foil is very point-heavy,
and although this will centainly be improved,
it seems likely that the weapon will always
be clumsier than the normal foil, and in my
view it will favor the more robust play of
the lItalian school to the detriment of the
finger play of the French school.

The registration apparotus shows two
lights, white and red, when a foul has pre-
ceded a valid hit. If there is a hit on both
sides, the apparatus shows no priority. The
drums, or reels, the metallic strip and the
body wire (with one end adapted) are the
same as used for electrical epee. The fencer,
however, must wear a metallic or lame over-
jacket which must cover the entire valid tar-
get. The rules are similar to those for the
electrical epee, with necessary variations due
to the conventional character of the foil.

The present cost of the Carmina electrical
foil in Italy is fairly high: The central appa-
ratus, drums and accessories, costs 200,000
lire (about $325); the metallic overjacket,
6,000 lire (about $10); the complete foil,
6,600 lire {about $11); the blade and point
only, 4,350 lire (about $7); the point only,
2,000 lire {about $3.25).

SHOULD WE ABOLISH
THE “FOUL"?

| feel that the new electrical foil appara-
tus is a step in the proper direction, But |
believe the elimination of the ''foul’” would
greatly assist in the development of a
practical and economical electrical scoring
system. Such a change in the rules would
simplify the present expensive foil machine
and thus reduce the cost. This is a very
important point in the progress of our sport.

The second regson for the use of the
no foul” rule is that, with the element of
human error on materiality removed from
the game, there is no reason to penalize a
fencer for his opponent’s bad aim. A touch
outside the target would be the same as no
touch at all, Then there would be no diffi-
culty about deciding whether the touch out-
side the target arrived directly or “‘parried
foul”” (which the present machine does not
decide, despite the marked difference in
result). Also, the action would not be in-~
terrupted so frequently without a score, and
the result would be an improvement in the
ability of the fencers to carry a phrase
through several ripostes and counter-
ripostes. The experience of the '"Big Ten”
with the “no foul”’ rule deserves study.

Of course, there should be an opportunity
to discuss the pros and cons of this change
in the rules, which some of the older fencers

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may consider revolutionary. Let me suggest
that we experiment with the idea by setting
aside one or two practice sessions a month
for the purpose of fencing with the ‘no
foul”” rule. Perhaps each club could conduct
a club championship in foil and sabrer efim-
inoting the ‘"foul.’”” Then, planning the
schedule for next year, we should have two
or more foil and sabre competitions in each
division, using the ‘“‘no foul” rule. At the
end of next season we should be able to
have a thorough and intelligent discussion
about this rule and determine whether it
possesses merit, and if so, what further
action we should take.
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CHARLES DEBEUR’S VIEWS

Ed. note: Mr. Debeur, Belgian member of the
International Commission on the Electrical Appa-
ratus and an excellent president of jury, has
written a detailed report on the electrical foil
for L’Escrime Francaise, official organ of both
the French Fencing Federation ond the F.LE, A
condensed summary of this report has been pre-
pared to supplement the material presented by
Mr. de Beaumont.

The experimental competition held in
Milan on February 1 under the auspices of
the [talian Fencing Federation. brought to-
gether five of the eight finalists in the 1953
World Championship: D'Oriola of France; E.
Mangiarotti, Di Rosa, Spallino and Berga-
mini of Tltaly. Netter and Mancilohn of
France replaced two other French finalists
{Lataste and Rommel}. Therefore, there
were seven top-flight contestants.

The apparatus, built by an Italian en-
gineer, Mr. Carmina, is somewhat like the
one used for epee, except that two lights
are shown for each fencer: a white light in-
dicating a foul, and either a red or a green
light indicating a good touch. Both lights
on one side will go on if an action hits foul,
e.g. on the arm, before reaching fair target.
A foul after a good hit will not register. A
bell warns the director to stop the bout
when o hit has scored fair or foul.

Every fencer is required to wear, over the
regular jacket, a vest of metallic cloth cov-
ering the fair target, including the back.
The weapons can be mounted with the pre-
ferred handle, but the balance feaves some-
thing to be desired. Some of the Italian foils-
men had had competitive experience with
the electrical weapon; the French had not.

Of the 21 bouts in the round-robin, 17
were judged by the electrical apparatus. In
these 17 bouts, there were 216 combat
perfods. A total of 130 valid hits were
awarded. The breckdown of the 216 actions
resulting in registered hits foflows:
Single light (fair hit)
Single light (foul hit)

Technical Appraisal

No valid criticism can be made as to the
accuracy of the machine in determining the
materiality of a touch. The movable part of
the point must recede only 0.5 mm., and
the required pressure is only 500 grams;
yet the flat touches (and there were many)
did not register.

Effective fencing reploced the familiar
shouts, tearing off the mask, gestures sug-
gesting fouls—all of which failed to influ-
ence the judgment of the machine. Many of
the phrases involved five or six exchanges
without registration, and often a fencer was
surprised that he had not touched his oppo-
nent.

AMERICAN FENCING

A number of F.|.E. delegates expressed
the view that officiating would be very dif-
ficult without the help of judges, because
of the difficulty of determining on which
oction the touch was scored, But this was
not so. The two French officials who had
never used the machine performed their du-
ties creditably without difficulty. It is true
that the director must watch the action very
carefully, but this is also true with a jury of
four judges.

The competitors are likely to accept the
decision of the machine on materiality with-
out argument. They take a more belligerent
attitude when the director must decide be-
tween an attack with remise and a parry-
riposte. Yet, in many instances, the parry of
the attack giving the right of way to the
riposte was clearly visible. With a jury, the
director may be able to side-step responsi-
bility for a decision by the way in which he
interprets the answers of the judges; so that
it tokes numerous and repeated errors on
his part to cast doubt on the director’'s com-
petence. But with the electrical apparatus,
there can be no quibble, The materiality of
the touches is established, and the director
must take full responsibility for making a
decision on validity. If he is in doubt, he
may annul the action. But if he abuses this
privilege, he should be replaced by someone
else who can follow more clearly the develop-
ment of the attack and defense,

The Milan experiment shows that, with
top-notch foilsmen and officials, the margin
of error in using the electrical weapon is
reduced to about 10 per cent of the com-
plicated actions, which comes down to about
3 per cent of all the actions. This in itself
seems to me to be o remarkable improve-
ment. Furthermore, the jury system tends to
favor the final round of a major interna-
tional competition at the expenses of the
earlier rounds which are no less hard-fought.
In other matches, both individual and team,
it sometimes happens that they are judged
by officials of less than top competence, |
think that it will be much easier to find ten
good directors than to assemble, at the be-
ginning of each major event, the thirty neu-
tral and able officials required to serve on
juries for six strips.

Finally, the electrical apparatus has given
to the epee on accuracy of result and a
generally serene atmosphere that is not
found in either foil or sabre. 1 think that
upon adoption of the electrical foil we shall
see more victories by youngsters over the
older established stars,

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PACIFIC COAST CHAMPIONSHIPS

The Pacific Coast Championships, held
at the Los Angeles Athletic Club this year,
were confined to intermediate and open
classifications, with the best fencers on the
coast participating. The fencing was notably
even, and the fencers from Northern Cali-
fornia as always brought a keen spirit of
competition and a graciousness of spirit that
makes this Pacific Coast event so enjoyable.

In the men’s individual events, o great
deal of interest was shown in the return of
Sewall Shurtz, representing the U. S. Navy,
who met the three top qualifiers from
Northern California and from Southern Cal-
ifornia in the three weapons. Shurtz proved
fo be as good as ever in foil and epee,
sweeping both events without a loss; then, in
the sabre, after dropping a 5-4 decision to
Josef Lampl midway in the round-robin, he
defeated Lampl in the fence-off for first
place, and thus became the first person to
win all three Pacific Coast open champion-
ships in the same year.

The women’s open proved to be a sur-
prise. With the withdrawal of Janice-lee
York Romary and Bernardine Meislahn, this
event was expected to be a walkaway for
Maxine Mitchell, but she lost her first bout
in the final to Barbara Baxter, and it took
a fence-off with Miss Boxter and Tommy
Angell to settle the matter in Mrs. Mitchell’s
favor.

The 1954 Midwest Championships were
held in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, on May |
and 2 with 113 contestants from 10 divi~
sions taking part. Miomi Valley, Ohio, was
represented for the first time in many years,
and the newly created Tennessee Division
competed in its first sectional championship.
The tournament revealed further growth in
the over-all strength of Midwest fencing,
as the section’s leading contestants are en-
countering difficulty in maintaining their
dominance. :

The most brilliant victory of the compe-

Another glittering performance was Sallye
Chambers’ undefeated record throughout the
tournament, which enabled the Michigan
star to retain the women’s championship.
Mrs. Chambers was carried to 4-3 only once,
by Sue Thompson of !llinois. Fourteen-year-
old Judy Goodrich of Lapeer, Michigan,
placed second, and Gertrude Hille of Wis-
consin was third.

Byron Krieger's experience dominated the
foil and sobre fields, and he retained both
titles although forced to a fence-off in foil
by Art Schankin of Michigan. The Michigan
Division again made the top over-all score,
as well as the best showing in the women'’s
events. lllinois retained its leadership in the
men’s competitions, Jose de Capriles, ge-
nial president of the A.F.L.A., directed the
finals.

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In continuing our discussion about the
structure of the AF.LLA. it might be of
interest .to you to know why there is such
a large '"non-divisional’ group in an or-
ganization which otherwise is made up of
divisions having local jurisdiction over mem-
bers in the scattered fencing centers of this
country. Why haven’t the fencers in and
around New York City, the lorgest group of
members in the country, been permitted to
form a New York or Metropolitan Division?
The answer in the past has always been
that the national organization, or rather
the national treasury, would suffer a mortal
blow if it were deprived of the “divisional”
dues and initiation fees which it now receives
from the New York fencers in addition to
their regular national dues. Whether or not
this answer is still true is being studied care-
fuily this season.

The A.F.L.A. was organized in 1891 and
the records of 1892 show that of the 238
members in the League, a handful belonged
to the only two divisions then in existence
(Nebraska and New England) while the rest
were ''non-divisional.” This non-divisional
group theoretically covered the entire country
except the territory assigned to the two divi-
sions, but in fact consisted of a group of
active fencers in the East led by Dr. Graem-
me M. Hammond. Dr. Hammond was a
prominent New York physician and an out-
standing track athlete who was very influen-
tial in national and Olympic sports for many
years. Until the 1920's the non-divisional
group constituted the overwhelming majority

of League members, and it is easy to under-
stand why there was no separation between
the “‘national’’ treasury and the ‘“metropoli-
tan’’ treasury. New divisions had been creat-
ed from time to time on the Pacific Coast,
in the Midwest and in some centers in the
East, but all of these new groups were small,
As long as they were struggling to establish
fencing in their areas their contribution to
the cost of the national operations was nomi-
nal, and the national treasury still had to
lean heavily on the dues of the non-divisional
group. As the number and strength of the
more distant divisions increased, the non-
divisional area in the East was also whittled
down. Divisions were created in New Jersey,
Philadelphia, Connecticut, Rhode isiand,
Washington, D. C., Maryland, Mid-New
York, West Point, Long Island and West-
chester, so that the non-divisional member-
ship has remained fairly constant ot a little
more than 200, which is about the size of
the 1892 group, but now represents only a
small fraction of the national membership,
With the expansion of the AF LA, into
a genuinely national organization, however,
the demands on the naotional treasury have
become much heavier. Take for example the
National Championships. Until the 1930's,
it was both logical and inexpensive to hold
the notionals in New York. Nearly all the
top fencers were in the East, as were most
of the top judges and directors. As leading
contenders and national champions began to
emerge in the Pacific Coast and Midwest
areas, it became important as a matter of

policy to facilitate their participation by
modest travel allowances, The maintenance
of adequate communication among fencers
in all parts of the country has also become
more expensive. Qur international commit-
ments have been growing. A study made be-
fore World War |l revealed that the national
treasury could not meet these obligations
without the support of the full membership
dues of New York fencers, including the por-
tion that in other areas is aliocated to divi-
sional and sectional treasuries, Existing prac-
tice was justified on the theory that the New
York fencers were in essence underwriting
the cost of holding the nationals in the met-
ropolitan area.

in recent years, some of our divisions have
grown considerably and new ones are flour-
ishing; the Southwest section has been added
to the national structure. Once again we are
studying the feasibility of a separate New
York division with its own funds, so that our
national organization will be set up on a
uniform basis throughout the country, Every-
one agrees that there would be advantages
in this idea if it can be accomplished with-
out crippling national operations. It may well
be that a satisfactory solution might lie in
requiring the New York division toypdst an
adeguate national championship guarantee
every year that the tournament is not award-
ed to some other city. For the present, how-
ever, every penny spent for New York of-
fairs must be approved by the national Gov-
ernors who, very properly, are jealous guar-
dians of national funds.
