The By- Laws were amended as follows: 
Chapter II, Section I: 

"(a) The annual League (national) dues 
for all Active Members sholl be $6.00, for all 
Collegiate Members $4.00, for all Associate 
Members $2.00, and for all Student Mem­
bers $1.00. 

"(b) The annuol Sectional dues for Active 
and Collegiate Members sholl be $1.00. 
Where the division is not a member of any 
specified section, the Sectional dues shall be 
retained by the division. 

"(c) The annual Non-DiYisional and Divi­
sional dues for 011 Active Members shall be 
$3.00, and for all Collegiate, Student and 
Associate members $1.00. Annual divisional 
dues may be waived in whole or in part by 
the Executiye Committee of the division for 
all members of a particular class in the divi­
sion. 

"(d) All dues payable in accordance with 

subsections (0), (b) and (c) above shall be 
payable, in the case of non-divisional mem­
bers to the Secretary of the League and, in 
case of divisional members, to the divisional 
Secretory upon application for membership 
and thereafter the dues for all members sholl 
be payable annually to the Secretary of the 
League on or before September 1." 

(e) Same 
"(f) The Life Membership fee sholl be 

$150.00 except that, where the applicant has 
been a member of the League in good stand­
ing for ten or more consecutive years, the 
Life Membership fee shall be $100.00. Where 
the Life member is a member of a division, 
two-thirds of this fee shall be retained by 
the League and one-third sholl be paid over 
to the division. 

"(g) The Life Associate Membership fee 
sholl be $60.00 except that, where the ap­
pi icant has been a member of the League in 
good standing for ten or more consecutive 
years, the Life Associate membership fee sholl 
be $30.00. Where the Life Associate Member 
is a member of a division, two-thirds of this 
fee shall be retained by the League and one­
third shall be paid over to the division. 

"(h) All dues and initiation fees received 
by the Secretory of the League or by the 
divisional secretaries shall be distributed 
promptly to the appropriate League, Sectional 
and Divisional offices." 

IWFA CHAMPIONSHIPS 
Paterson State successfully defended its 

taem title with Captain Paulette Singelakis 
posting a perfect 35/0 record. The event was 
held at FDU in Teaneck and attracted nine 
schools, each of which fielded a team of four, 
and was a complete round-robin. 

Paterson, coached by Ray Miller, since 
1946, previously won the title in 1956, 1958, 
1959 and 1961. In addition to Miss Singe­
lakis, the team included Roslyn Culotta, Jane 
Tainow and Cynthia Jones. The deciding 
match pitted Singelakis against FDU captain 
Carol Kuzon, with the score 8/7 in favor of 
Paterson. The bout score went to a 3-3 be­
fore Singelakis could end it. Had Singelakis 
lost the lost touch, the motch would have 
been tied in bouts and touches and FDU 
would have been the new champion on total 
bout victories over the two-day tournoment. 

Curiously enough, the three medalists of 
last year repeated in identical order: Miss 
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Singelakis of course kept her crown. Made­
line Miyamoto (FDU) was second with 32/3 
and Carol Kuzon (FDU) was third with 29/6.

Of the sixty-four 
places in the quarter-final rounds only two 
girls and two men were collegians (Singelakis, 
Culotta, Cohen and Grafton) and all foiled 
to survive the quarter-final. 

The large entry created many problems for 
the severo I Bout Committees that functioned 
throughout the week and we were fortunate 
to have so many willing to help run the tour­
nament. Lock of experience with direct elimi­
nation formu las in at least one instance re­
sulted in improper seeding so that three quali­
fiers from one pool were put in the some 
brocket and two fenced the first elimination 
with the winner facing the third immediately 
thereafter. A rigid formula was mode one of 
the absolute requirements when the system 
was adopted by the FIE because no one wished 
to permit the Bout Committee to determine 
placings in the brackets.

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OLYMPIC FENCING TRAINING CAMP 

by Hugo Castello Other Comments to Editor 

The first camp to train the Olympic Squad 
opened on ) une 2nd and ran for 1 6 days. The 
site in East Stroudsburg, Po. proved ideal for 
the purpose. Facilities included 10 fenCing 
srtips (thanks to Stanley Sieja) at the nearby 
State Teachers Ca[[ege, with an outdoor run­
ning track, tennis courts and swimming pool 
for daily required recreation. The official pro­
gram was divided into four daily phases: 
physical conditioning, fencing instruction, mo­
bility training, and strategy and tactics. 
"Reveille" was at 6 A.M. and "Taps" at 10 
P.M. I was privileged to serve as Director of 
the Camp, assisted by On impressive stoff of 
fencing masters, 0[[ donating time and to[ents 
to make the venture a success. The full time 
staff were Lajos Csiszar, Edward Lucia, 
Charles Schmitter and Stanley Sieja. Part time 
assistance Was given by Miche[ Alaux, Louis 
Bankuti, Bela Csajaghy and Csaba Elthes. 

The Squad was enthusiastic and wil[ing to 
work. In the atmosphere they helped create, 
fJi[ure was impossible. The over-all program 
proved sound and needs only minor modifi­
cations suggested by experience. 

The mobility training program, under 
Charles Smitter, had impressive results. That, 
and the evening sessions on strategy and tac­
tics, were the most va[uable individuo[ ele­
ments. 

Dr. Paul Mak[er should be commended for 
making al[ the pre-camp arrangements and 
obtaining all the excel[ent facilities free of 
charge. Also the fo[[awing, Ra[ph Goldstein, 
Allan Kwart[er, Irv De Koff, Ed Lucia and Stan 
Sieja who helped in planning the program 
prior to opening camp. 

It developed that the Director also hod to 
became a public relations man. Our camp was 
big news in the small community and a daily 
item for the local paper was a must. There 
was need to contact school authorities, cater­
ing service, locol government and organiza­
tions. The staff rose nobly to the task. Charlie 
Schmitter organized an exhibition for over 400 
local residents; Ed Lucio went fishing with the 
President of the College; Lajos Csiszar repre­
sented the camp at a Rotary luncheon and I 
at the lions and Businessmen's Clubs. 

We've taken the first big step. Let us plan 
now to make it a regular port of our fencing 
training for competitive fencers. 
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Miche[ A[aux writes: "No better site could 
have been chosen thanks to President Paul 
Makle,- [t proves once again that the de­
structive farces of skepticism and criticism 
beforehand can be combated an[y by positive 
action. The permanent staff of coaches did 
a magnificent job. Their sense of duty, their 
enthusiasm, were contagious. By giving the 
best of themselves to make a success of the 
camp, they rewardingly succeeded. It is re­
grettable that not enough members of the 
last Olympic Team showed up even if only 
for a week-end. 

Csaba E[thes writes: "Unfortunate[y 
could only stay for two days because of com­
m:tments at fencing clubs, but even those 
two days wi II be a cherished memory. . . . [ 
hod some doubts as I drove up, but one [oak 
at the gymnasium, the swarm of fencers and 
coaches, and I knew I had arrived at a real 
training camp. Yes, in camps like this one 
you can achieve something, progress and 
learn. When I left, I got into my car with 
the feeling that I will return next year for 
sure, and not for two days only but for the

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HOW CAN IT BE? 

Maxine Mitchell, Pan American Champion 
in 1955 and runner-up to Miss Roldan of 
Mexico in 1959, is not included in the squad 
from which the Pan American team will be 
chosen this winter. It is only natural that we 
ask why. Was it perhaps an oversight? We 
are told it was not. 

We do not question the selection of the 
nine girls listed on page 18, our only concern 
is why Mrs. Mitchell has been thus humiliated. 
Granting our 1955 and 1958 National Cham­
pion may be past her prime, it is also true 
that with the exception of Mrs. Romary no 
other presently active competitor has demon­
strated a stronger international game al­
though the Misses Angell, Balint, Dalton, 
Drungis, Dyer, King, Sokol and Terhune (of 
the active list) have had an opportunity. 

Could it be then that her record since 1959 
disqualifies her from consideration for this 
Apri I? Let us see: 

1962 Nationals 

3rd highest U.S. fencer in the individuals 
behind King and Romary. She fenced two 
rounds of pools and posted an 8/ I record. 
After winning her direct-elimination bout in 
the eighth-final, she eliminated Angell in the 
quarter-final and Linkmeyer in the semi-final. 
In the final she lost 8-7 to the new champion 
from Japan and to Romary, and 8-6 to King. 
Dyer was eliminated in the semi-final; O'Con­
nor and Singelakis in the quarter-final; Magay 
and Miyamoto in the eighth-final. 

She fenced on the championship team and 
had a record of 8/ I. Only Ramary had a 
better record in the event. 

1961 Nationals 

Missed tie for 2nd by one bout, placed 
5th ahead of O'Connor and Linkmeyer while 
Miyamoto was eliminated in quarter-final and 
Dyer did nat compete. 

I n the team event she pasted a 10/ I 
record - the best in the tournament. 

1960 Nationals 

Tied for 4th, ahead of Angell and Dyer. 
Miyamoto and Singelakis were eliminated in 
the quarter-final and O'Connor in the semi­
final. 

Her team was eliminated despite her 4/ I 
performance. 

The Nationals is the only event which pro­
vides a basis for comparison of all candidates. 
Performance in local interdivisional events is 
often used to help determine re lative stand-
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ings among candidates who competed in them 
and have comparable records in the Nationals. 
Mrs. Dyer's victories in the Metropolitan and 
North Atlantics are guides as against Miya­
moto, Singelakis and O'Connor whom she out­
ranked, but of no value against Angell, King, 
Mitchell and Ramary who were then On the 
Pacific Coast. Similarly, Mrs. Mitchell's vic­
tories in the 1962 and 1961 Helene Mayer 
Memorial gave her an edge over Angell, King 
and Linkmeyer but nat against those who 
cou Id not compete. 

Again, we do not question the choices to 
the squad - only the glaring omission. We 
have a right to expect that international 
selections will be impersonal and based on 
performance. We need to develop new young 
stars, but until they can prove themselves as 
strong or superior to our veterans in compe­
titions at home, how can they possibly 
strengthen our chances abroad? In the selec­
tion of any team there is a question of judg­
ment in the choice between candidates of 
comparable records and there wi 11 a Iways be 
some who disagree with the ultimate marginal 
choice. But when the record is clearly supe­
rior so that a Pan American medalist out­
ranks all but One or two of the candidates, her 
omission from a squad of nine is a shocking 
abuse of "judgment" and we wonder by what 
right the Committee thus ignores the record. 

The amateur half of the Pan American 
Committee constituted the AFLA Selection 
Committee for the World Championships. It 
very properly selected the highest ranking U.S. 
girl in the 1962 Nationals (Miss King) to 
represent us. Miss King gave assurances she 
could leave for Buenos Aires the follOWing 
week. When it was decided to name an alter­
nate the Cammitee skipped over finalists 
Romary and Mitchell and selected semi-finalist 
Dyer who did not compete in 1961 and was 
7th in 1960. Ramary had won the champion­
ships both years. The selection was "justified" 
on the grounds that Dyer had wan the Metro­
politan and North Atlantic titles this year, 
although King, Romary and Mitchell were 
neither able nor eligible to compete in those 
events. Once ago i n the cI eo r - cut record was 
ignored and Our strongest national and inter­
national competitor in recent years (Romary) 
was unnecessarily humiliated. 

It is things like this that will revive old 
mistrusts and misunderstandings amongst us.

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ON THE 1962 NATIONALS 
by Eugene Blanc, Jr. 

President, Fencers Club 

Michel Alaux and I observed the Nationals 
(really Internationals) with different eyes­
he as the Moster watching techniques and 
weighing performances-I with forty years' 
background of personal contact with the 
great traditions. 

The tournament emphasized the importance 
of the basic elements: temperament and 
spirit; condition and stamina; and weapons 
technique. The enterprising Japanese were, 
as a group, better conditioned than most 
ather fencers. Notable exceptions were Dasaro 
and Richards. 

The Japanese have on aggressive game with 
enormous concentration and exceptional bal­
ance and footwork. Their technique was sim­
ple and limited, but thoroughly mastered. Do 
the results indicate that the other factors 
can overcome the limitations? Must we not 
also ask whether the system of lessons and 
training as conventionally practiced is ade­
quate? Modern fencing requires conditioning 
of muscles beyond those directly used. It 
demands conditioning of all muscles so that 
there will be a reservoir of strength and 
stamina on which the specialized fencing 
muscles can draw for both the explosive at­
tock and the gruelling length of the tourna­
ments. 

At the ather extreme was the cool, elegant 
bout between Magay and Hamori in the sabre 
finol-a well-nigh flawless example of tech­
nical style. How it contrasted in interest and 
excitement with the sabre bout between Blum 
and Dasaro, which was all fire and spirit. 
The bout between Moyer and Keresztes in 
the team event was a blend of all elements, 
but do not Blum's and Moyer's victories 
point again to the importance of tempera-. 
ment and spirit as basic equipment? And 
hence to the importance of developing tech­
nique to exploit them? 

The men's foil team event, although fore­
casting the strength of our oriental visitors, 
ended as dictated. The individuals encour­
agingly revealed young fencers of promise­
and there are still two years before the next 
Olympiad. The best advice Michel and I can 
offer these younger fencers is to stress con­
ditioning through calesthenics and to enter 
as many competitions as possible. Only such 
a program will develop the emotional pitch 
that international competition demands. 
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The epee competition displayed some high 
quality fencing. If young Eisner can keep up 
with his style he will reach international 
stature. With Anastasi, Margolis and Richards 
we have the nucleus of on American threat 
in world competition. Margolis, severely han­
dicapped by a cold, still mode a remarkable 
showing, reaching his fifth final in as many 
tries. 

The women's competition sow the triumph 
of a charming and excellent Japanese fencer. 
Her ability in taking the blade did much to 
unbalance her opponents. Most of our girls 
cou Id profit from this example and develop 
a more versatile technique. 

Remembering the traditional basis of our 
sport, and the stress of competition which may 
obscure its chivalric elements, Michel and I 
venture a suggestion. In general, the tourney 
was well run and the fencers behaved with 
sportsmanlike courtesy. Yet there were lapses. 
T rue, a fencer need not be supine or silent 
in the face of what he considers an official's 
error, but there are limits and rules. Lengthy 
arguments, quitting the strip, unseemly shows 
of pique, should not be tolerated. The direc­
tor's authority should be fully recognized and 
he should enforce it and the rules. The for­
malities of the salute at the beginning and 
end of a bout, the proper reply to the direc­
tor's "Ready?"-all these and more distin­
guish the sport and should not be allowed to 
slip away through neglect. 

On behalf of the Fencers Club we toke this 
opportunity to thank the organizers and to 
congratulate all those who beat us. To those 
whom we beat, we extend our thanks for 
sportsmanlike bottles warmly waged. Let us 
build now for the 1964 Olympics.
