So what does this prove? Our better 

fencers spend two rounds "warming up" be­
fore testing their skills against each other 
What do the other fencers gain from the 
tournament and add to the tournament? First 
and foremost, they represent a profitable or 
break-even tournament, i,e, they pay forthe 
tournament. Secondly, they have the oppor­
tunity to see what fencing is all about. Yet, 
how many of all these fencers stay and 
wotci1 the fol!owillo roullds? Never enough, 

the manpower to work 
the strips - keep score, time and the 
machines How much do you learn by watch­
ing two days of fencing and top directing? 
As for the directing - how good can a top 
dilector be after directing for two days bout 
after bout after bout? Have you tried 
marathon directing? You start off in absolute 
control and see the minutest beat or de­
robement only to finally hope you see the 
right of way at the beginning of a compli­
cated phrase and then pray for one lightll Do 
you really kllovv how a director feels after all 
this - like they are walking on their knees and 

thru rose colored glasses? 
We must separate our goals and relieve 

the Nationals of the burden of being all 
things to all fencers. Yes, it is true that the 
weight of sheer numbers underwrites the 
cost of the Nationals. But then what are the 
major costs of the Nationals: 1) the facility; 2) 
travel subsidies to finalists; and 3) expenses 
for the officials - directors and others. The 
facility costs are related to the size of the 
Nationals; the travel subsidies have always 
been a part of the Nationals' budget; and the 
officials' costs relate to the anticipated size -
the larger the Nationals the greater the 
number of officials needed, We are now in 
the unenviable position of requiring 20 to 24 
strips for 12 official events plus Women's 
Epee and Sabre for a total of 14 events in 8 
days. Only by having space large enough 
can the events run on any sort of schedule; 
the larger the space required, the greater 
the costs. With a small Nationals - a prop­
osed limit of 120 per senior event - we can 
revert to a space requirement of 12 to 16 
strips, a size within the scope of many Divi-

sions can consider hosting the Nationals, 
At the June meeting of the Board of Direc­

tors, there was a favorable responSe to the 
idea that more emphasis should be given to 
Sectional Championships; we should make 
these events more meaniningful and thus, 
attract a wider skill range The best way to 
accomplish this is by incorporating the Sec­
tional Championships into the flow towards 
the Nationals By qualifying from the Division 
to the Sectional tournament to the Nationals 
we provide a natural skill progression for the 
fencers, One must have proven a competi­
tive skill level in the region before advancing 
to the Nationals Experience provides the 
basis of improving one's competitive skills 
but by small steps not by leaps and bounds 
The Nationals are not the place to gain ex­
perience but the place to bring to the fore­
front the result of training and competitive 
exposure It is at the Nationals that you have 
the opportunity to exhibit the integration of 
self and learning experiences - tested thru a 
range of events The Sectionals provide a 
check point to test one's abilities among 
fencers from sUllOuncjillg areas If you can­
not top these fencers, what is going to hap­
pen at the Nationals? Let us raise the level of 
fencing in the regions by providing more 
opportunities among those fencers By en­
hancing the Sectionals we give the Section a 
chance to "ork with the Divisions - make the 
Section a stronger administrative unit of the 
AFLA With this concept the National office 
could designate one of its officers as a Sec­
tion coordinator to provide the technical as­
sistance to assure un'lformity of Sectional 
Championships as qualifying events 

Negatives to this concept include: Sec­
tions' inability to perform current administra­
tive tasks but then as the Section gains in 
stature, the more pressure will be placed

propose a new format for the National 
lmpionships Each individual event 

would have a field of 72 the top 24 people 
from the International Squad in that weapon, 
the top 3 qualifiers from each of the 8 sec­
tions ("ot COGr ,,;rlg Squad plus 24 
more from qualifying rounds held the previ­
ous day at the Nationals. 

QUALIFYING ROUNDS 
The key to the system is the 

competition held the previous day. 
system is used in golf and tennis, where the 
qualifiers are nicknamed "rabbit rounds." 
Many European fencing tournaments also 
hold a preliminary qualifying round for local 
fencers, from which all foreign entrants are 
exempt 

Let us suppose that 244 competitors have 
entered men'S epee at the Nationals. The top 
24 from the Squad plus 3 from each section 
"euld be exe:npt from tile ljualify';llg rounds. 
So that leaves 196 fencers to be whittled 
down to 24. 
Round 1 (196) 32 pools of 6 with 3 up - 96 
(two flights) 
Round 2 (96) 16 pools of 6 with 3 up - 48 
Rouflu 3 (48) 8 pools of 6 with 3 up - 24 
These 24 people would advance to the prin­
ciple competition on the next day. 

ADVANTAGES 
The main advantage of the revised format 

is that it selects the strongest competitors 
from tl,ose \vho are largely unknown quan­
tities to the organizers 

Another advantage is that more people 
get :nore fencing. In our present system, the 
top two seeds in each pool advance almost 
automatically. Why waste the time to make 
them fence all those bouts? And there's only 
one (or at most two) slots available for 
everyone else in the pool With the new for­
mat more of the "rabbits" can say they got 
out of the first round-and as I mentioned 
earlier, rabbits are most of the league's 
members.

Will this format reduce the number 
strips needed to hold the Nationals, al 
the attendant strain on space and scoril 
equipment? A minimum of 18 strips will pre 
ably still be needed-and 20 or 24 would I 

more comfortable And since early roun 
would be smaller than the ones organizE 
now have to contend with, delays betwe 
rounds would be shorter. That means a me 
efficient use of the strips.

III. RETENTION OF CURRENT SYSTEM _ 
DIFFERENT FORMAT OF THE NATIONALS 

This proposal by Lois Goldthwaite and 
Tom Bickley of Texas would retain the con­
vention aspect of the Nationals (and the 
numbers for the financial aspect of hosting the 

but separate the entrants into two 
groups the proven. strollg fencers from the 
unproven ones. In this proposal the first of 
two days for each senior event would be 
devoted to the rabbits - the qualifiers from 
the Divisions - from which 24 to 36 would 
qualify to the second day of the event. 

On the second day of the event the top 24 
from the Olympic point system and the top 
three from each Section (excluding the point 
fencers) would participate without fencing 
the first day. Thus, on the second day we 
would have the top 72 to 84 fencers in the 
"r'I!l",t,.." 

The concern with this proposal is that we 
are still dealing with large numbers of com­
petitors that drain the organizing committee 
and the limited pool of qualified officials. It is 
not fair to ask the fencers for the second day 
of the event to come a day earlier to officiate 
the early rounds nor to drain their energies 
prior to their participation in the "NATION­
ALS". This proposal would need 16 to 18 
strips for the senior events alone, with addi­
tional strips required to interweave other 
events. We would still expect a requirement 
of 20 to 24 strips. The weeding out of less 
skilled fencers should be done within the 
regions not under the guise of a NATIONAL 
CHAMPIONSHIPS 

NOTE The comments made with each of 
the above proposals are those of the author 
of the article. "Whither Goest the Nation­
als?", as a result of discussions with many 
people from the different areas of the coun­
try the last few years. Each of the proposals 
has its merits and the comments are related 
directly to the aforementioned article on the 
meaning of the NATIONALS themselves.

LETTER TO THE EDITOR 

Dear Editor 
While atten'ding the recent National 

Championships this June at Manhattan Col­
lege I noticed the petitions being circulated 
dealing with a subject that has been pop­
ping up during the last fencing season (and 
talked about much before). I am speaking 
about the revision of the qualifying formula 
for the National Championships. There 
seems to be a solid mOvement to revise the 
system which currently qualifies competitors 
from their respective divisions to that of one 
which will qualify competitors from the sec­
tional championships The main reason be­
hind this movement seems to stem from the 
desire of the organizing committees for the 
Nationals to cut-back considerablv on the 

numbers of competitors in each event 
reaching over 250 in some). I'm not 
informed on all of the reasonably behind thi 
move but I feel that what we have here is 
very VOlatile issue that should be decided b 
the people who will be most affected-th 
competitors. 

have had many conversations on thi 
subject with competitors, coaches an 
especially beginning fencers. I can honest 
say that after discussing the subject with 
least 100 people, I see no strong support e 
this proposal. I am against any chang 
which I feel will turn back the trend that is ju: 
stating as far as popularity for our spor 
When you speak of cutting back on tI­
numbers of competitors you are talking ( 
eliminating the beginners, unclassified ar 
class C fencers who are struggling fe 
placement in their divisions. Sure the sarr 
number of people will attend the Section 
Championships, but the same familiar facE 
will be the ones to qualify from there to tr 
Nationals. There are eight Sections in tr 
league, so to cut down the numbers in tr 
Nationals we would have to restrict eac 
section to at least 20 people (to be fair). ~ 
now we are talking about 160 people. B 
what about automatic qualifiers, squc 
members and the like? I think it would t 
misrepresentation to say any further redu 
tion would be in the interests of the Fencer 
Besides this we are talking of large sea 
discouragement for the beginning fence 
who might have to work for years (more) iu 
to qualify. I feel it is a little hypocritical to s, 
on one hand the U.S. needs that stror 
Grassroots program to encourage ne 
fencers (old and young) and on the oth 
hand to discourage these same fencers [ 
excluding them from what will undoubtec 
become a tournament for the fewer numbe 
of the Elite, at the top. This is only one face 

What of the reduction in the income ge 
erated by all of these soon to be excludE 
entries?

STRATEGY. 

Training, tactics, and strategy in fencing, 
start with physical training, Physical training 
starts with SOMOTOlOGY, THE STUDY OF 
BODY TYPES, Somotology may also "de­
cide" which weapon you will fence the best 

There are three "pure" body types, but 
generally, human beings tend to be some­
what of a mixture. 

Type I. MESOMORPH. Sturdy and strong, 
The boxer. 

Type II. ENDOMORPH, A heavy body with 
large viscera, The Japanese sumo wrestler. 

Type III. ECTOMORPH. A tall, lean body 
with long limbs. The high jumper. 

Because of the electrical scoring and tim­
ing in Olympic and International foil fencing 
and because of the greater distance now 
generally kept between fencers, the weapon 
demands the utmost in speed, strength and 
endurance. Your powerful muscles must be 
able to contract and expand with the 
greatest velocity. The day is long past when 
two fencers would practically stand in one 
spot and hold a "conversation" with the foils. 
So, after you hae been found fit by your 
physician, you will find that the quickest way 
of gaining and then maintaining your 
strength and endurance is, under proper 
supervision, through weight-lifting, going 
from simple to complex, and where your 
muscles pass through their full range of mo­
tion, No, ladies, you will not become 
"muscle-bound" This is superstition.

TECHNICAL TALKS 

Some more miscellaneous stuff this time. 
A lot of fencers are still showing up with 

electrical foils and epees either without any 
hold-down devices to prevent disconnec­
tion of the body wire, or with obsolete and 
illegal models witil metal snaps and buckles. 
It has been years since those kinds were 
outlawed, and it is high time that people get 
with it 

The old problem with metal handles (they 
loosen up) won't go away. People keep ask­
ing about it. Since the metal the handles are 
made of is almost always aluminum, and 
aluminum "squirms" under pressure, the 
best approach is to combine a flat washer 
next to the handle, backed up by a lock 
washer immediately next the nut. That way 
there is less opportunity for the metal of the 
handle to conform to the angle of the 
lockwasher and thus hasten the loosening 
process. 

Another frequent problem these days is 
the loosening of the cylinder (barrel, "but­
ton") at the end of the blade that holds the 
point. It is threaded onto the end of the 
blade, and the threads are subjected to tre­
mendous vibration it should be no wonder 
that they loosen The wOllder should be 
that they all don't. epee, this effect is a 
nuisance, and can eventually lead to the 

of the wires inside the end of the 
either shorting them together or 

grounding them out, or both In foil, of 
course, it is a worse problem than in epee. 
since in epee the weapon will at least work 
for a time in that condition-through you 
shouldn't make a practice of letting it go. (if 
you're rich or just adore rewiring blades, ig­
nore that last remark.)

DIRECTING TECHNIQUES 

Every competent fencing official recog~ 
nizes that his reputation rests on the confi­
dence that he and the competitors have that 
the decisions he will make are sound. Just as 
important is the manner in which these deci­
sions are made. The official must do every~ 
thing he can to insure that his decisions can 
be accepted and not disrupt the bout nor the 
concentration of the competitors. 

Mental preparation is the primary factor. An 
official is neither a competitor or a coach: he is 
a judge of the performance of others. This is 
always a difficult task, but especially if the 
official is also competing in the tournament or 
pool, or is a friend or teammate or coach of the 
competitors. The official must make a con­
scious effort to remove himself from the the 
competitive situation to one of detached objec~ 
tively. In addition to the mental preparation, 
there are some specific techniques that every 
official can apply that will improve his officiat~ 
ing. These are: 
• Maintain a crisp tempo - For decisions, 

hesitation is deadly. The best analyses 
delivered hesitantly cause more prob~ 
lems that flawed analyses delivered con­
fidently.
