What will be our future goals and
objectives? Who will be our leaders?

At the start of the current administration, the Board of Directors
approved the following goals:

1. To shape the organization to be goal-driven,

2. To increase participation in fencing,

3. To integrate coaches’ and teachers’ efforts into the USFA
strategic plan,

4. To achieve significant international results,

5. To increase public awareness of the sport and to promote its
Olympic status.

At the National Championships this year, one year before my term of
office as USFA President comes to an end, two important meetings took
place. A very important strategic planning meeting was held to review
and revise the goals and objectives of the organization. A report from
this planning session is forthcoming.

There were
three vice presidents: Bill Goering supervised the domestic area, Stacey
Johnson our international and marketing efforts, and Mike Marx (the
only officer actively competing internationally) oversaw our coaching
development. Jennings Smith contributed his CPA expertise as treasurer
and Ann Ezzell as secretary took fencing into cyberspace via the Internet
and planned agenda and wrote accurate, timely minutes. Assisting the
elected officers were Donald Alperstein as counsel and Irwin Bernstein
as budget director.

A time to plan for a transition
to the next administration

Through strategic planning the USFA must focus on issues not
individuals. I have announced that I will, not be a candidate for
reelection, but that is not important. The USFA needs and goals have
become the focal point, not the officers who are currently serving the in
the administration. In order to continue the momentum of our interna-
tional program which is showing vital signs of success, the membership
must take an active role in ensuring that the next team of USFA officers
is committed to the goals and objectives of the organization. The
Nominating Committee cannot do this alone. It needs the input and
support of the entire membership.

TECHNICAL TALKS

The Lowly Socket:
Source of
Exxasperation

Hard to believe but this innocent lookingi
piece of equipment can trigger mystifying
problems on the piste.

BY JOE BYRNES

Last time, the body cord. And now, what you connect it to: the socket.
A whole column on sockets, you ask; have a heart; what’s to say
about them? Actually, I could probably write a number of columns, if I
put my mind to it on the fascinating topics of “sockets I have known.”
ButIwon’t. It’s enough to clue you in to a few of the problems that lurk
in these rascally things, waiting for the unwary.

Let’s begin with the easy one, the epee socket: three round holes,
spaced to take the three pins of the
standard epee cord (either end, natu-
rally). Of course, if the inspectors
have marked your body cord, it is
smarter to put the marked end at
your back, where it plugs into the
reel connector, if only because that’s
where the inspectors will expect to
seeit. Having it up at your wrist may
make for misunderstandings, if not
bad blood. (At one time, epee cords
were not inspected by the FIE at
even the biggest competitions; this
was a matter of some sort of prin-
ciple, it seems. Those days are pre-
sumably over.)

The problems with epee sockets
generally come with the overall
tightness. Each of the two wires
coming up — individually sleeved,
remember — must go to the outside
of the socket, between the bracket and the interior of the guard, then
come over and be held down by the screw or nut that tops off the
individual socket. Don’t forget the socket top without a wire, i.e., the
ground one. It must be tight as well. Not only must it be tight, but it must
connect properly to the bracket, so that the ground path is correctly
returned (o the shell of the guard and the blade. A very common
oversight is forgetting that any part of these sockets (the “C” line) can
loosen up. And then come the touches on your guard, not always easily
reproducible.

The sockets used on foils and sabres, in this country, tend to be
overwhelmingly for the two types of body cords discussed in the last
“Technical Talk”: The Leon Paul, the bayonet, the twist-lock — all
mean the same thing — will have a screw connector for the wire (some

older ones had a solder lug; some, that have lost their screw, are soldered
: .

as an emergency measure). That little screw has to be tight. If your socket .

has been torn apart in a fierce corps-a-corps, you may be able to get the
pieces back together if you can find them at all. Usually, when that
happens, you are smarter to spring for a new socket, But even if you can
get it all together, it will have been weakened to some extent, and wil]
very easily fall apart again. One solution to that is to use a smail {say 4")
plastic tie-wrap to keep the plastic and the metal bracket together. It will
so the trick admirably. If you are deft at working with dental floss, try
a trick of Ted Li’s: a few strands of the floss and a secure knot will do
what the tie wrap does with a bit less bulk.

The ever-vigilant Albie Axelrod recently alerted me to a problem that
can crop up with this socket model, once it has seen some service. It is
my impression that this occurs with the Far-Eastern rip-offs more
readily than with the originals; it’s a matter of the quality of the plastic
involved and of the tolerances of the machining and the quality of the
metal bracket. What is the problem? The plastic, inside the socket, tends
to round off a bit with age, wear and multiple connections and
reconnections, day in and day out. Then your connection, created by the
pressure spring pushing up the brass plate to make contact with the tip
of your cord, and by the edges of the plastic firmly engaging the edges
of the plug, is no longer firm. The whole plug may rotate right out of the
socket, given adequate tugging or pressure — either of which can easily
enough happen in vigorous action. And when it isn’t teetering on the
brink of coming out, it is certainly giving you less than the solid
electrical connection you want and
need. A socket so deteriorated
should be replaced; there isn’t
much that can be some to save it.
And if you had one of the rip-offs,
why not get areal one for achange.

The other form of socket, gener-
ally known as the European or
Continental model, is made in one
form or another by most manufac-
turers, including those who cham-
pion the bayonet style. It’s the two-
pin version: one thin pin, one fat.
Most of these rely on nuts and
washers, regular and lock, to hold
the whole thing together. The sim-
plest versions require you to attach
the wire from beneath. This is a
little nit like being told to do
neurosurgery with an  auto-
mechanic’s tools. You have this
itty bitty wire, sticking out of a length of sleeving, which itself is often
excessively stiff (more on that later). You have to curve it just right and
get it to go, and stay, between the two nuts at the bottom of the thin-pin
socket. Here is where you have all sorts of fun. Let’s say one of the nuts
unscrews — all the way — and falls off so that you no longer have the
socket as the manufacturer envisioned it. Well, you can in that case try
to attach the wire between the remaining bottom nut and the insulating
washer just above it. It is difficult enough to put it together the way it
was designed; this is harder. Remember, too, that the wire must be
making contact ONLY with the socket; it must be maintained absolutely
independent of the bracket holding the socket. That’s what all that
insulating stuff is there for. Thave seen the bumbling amateur, not always
a raw beginner, who has shorted out the foil totally be getting the wire
on the wrong side of the insulation.

events, 50 you are not creating any problem, Oh, and shame on you for R i T
letting it get so loose in the first place. '

A better version of the two-pin — at least one easier to work with — "
will have a hole neatly bored at the top of the bracket, just where it bends
sharply to produce the flat through which the two sockets fit. That hole
is a very smart improvement. You can work the wire (with its insulating
sleeving in place) through the hole and then attach it to the appropriate
socket (the small one, natch) with a screwdriver from the top. And why
didn’t somebody think of that at the beginning; it was years before this
type appeared. What always makes me shake my head in wonder is to see
afencer who has one of these improved sockets and yet has gone through
the masochistic ordeal of attaching the wire down underneath. Aarrgh!

1 remarked above that some sleeving is just too stiff. Some transparent
plastic types or other heavy plastics can be flexed or bent only with
difficulty. The trouble with them is that the tend to pull the delicate
wire(s) — it’s an epee problem, too — and they seem to have a mind of
their own. Your wires will frequently break at the connection point
because they had to be manhandied to be bent coming out of this
sleeving. Thatkind of slecving is always fighting the wire, as if it were
trying to break it. In a way it is. If you have any say in what goes on your
cquipment, avoid this stuff. Sabre hook-ups, mostly, tend to use heavier
wire that does not call for additional sleeving; unfortunately, some of
that wire is also inappropriately stiff.

When driving, I 'like to listen to books-on-tape. One, Peak Perfor-
mance: The Winners’ Guide for Making thar Quantum Leap to
the Top, discusses “Educated Risk Taking” and “Mental Rehearsal,”
topics of special relevance to fencers.

Risk Taking

By considering the benefits and costs of potential
outcomes, people can make an informed decision to
enhance their weli-being. Decide what is the worst
thing that can happen, rehearse it, see if you can
cope withits consequences. Don’t take risks thought-
lessty, but do be able to move away from your
comfort zone.

Thomas Edison was asked his secret for devising
so many inventions, why he was so prolific. He
answered “Ifail my way to success, L try everything.
Most of it doesn’t work out. Most of it is what most
people would call a failure, but I fail my way to
success because every time I fail, I learn something,
frequently something important. | figure out why it
happened, I learn a little more, I self-correct, get
myself back on course and keep on going. I know if
I fail often enough, in the end I will just run out of
failures and finally succeed.”

Mental Rehearsal Siate .

Mental rehearsal requires clarity (imagine doing something extraor-
dinarily well) and control (manipulate the images, move them around).
Creating the reality in your mind is a skill is developed over many
months, even years. Garfield recounts his first introduction to the
Russian concept of Anthropomaximology, the scientific study of the
upper limits of human functioning (peak performance). Instrumental in
anchieving peak performance is mental rehearsal.

Garfield, a weight lifter, asked to be taught Russian methodology of
his sport. Taken to a gym, he was asked several evaluating questions
during a medical workup such as, “Have you practiced weight lifting
seriously in the past several years?” He replied in the negative. Asked to
choose any lift and do his best, he selected the bench press (where you
lie on your back, push the weight above your body until your arms are
extended perpendicular to your chest). He lifted 300 Ibs. They then
asked him what weight he would select if he were competing and had to
win. To him. 310 Ibs. seemed like an absolute maximum so he said he
thought he might be able to lift an additional 10 Ibs.

Hc‘was asked (o lie flat on his back and follow a deep relaxation
exercise: He was advised that his arms and legs were getting heavy and
warm. then his chest. and each part of his body. He slowly relaxed and

asked to sit up and look at the bar. The weight had been changed to 365 .
Ibs. Anxiety jolted his body. His first thoughts were “Can’t do it. Not a
chance.” He stared at the bar and absorbed its image for about 10
minutes. He was then asked to lie flat, close his eyes, and imagine
himself sitting in the stands in a gym watching himself lifting the 365 Ibs.
successfully over and over and over again.

Then, he was asked to imagine himself doing the lift over and over. To
imagine taking the weight from arms’ length, moving it to his chest and
pressing it until his arms were extended. This rehearsal imaging took
another 20 minutes. He was then asked to lift 365 lbs, Garfield said he
made this lift more easily than he had made the previous one at 300 Ibs.
The Russians had computed his capacity between 335 and 395 Ibs. and
had chosen 365 because it was the midway point.

Garfield concluded that we limit ourselves, sometimes severely. If we
imprint images deeply enough in the mind’s eye, the brain and central
nervous system where all those memories are recorded do not know the
difference between a deeply imprinted image and the actual physical
experience. We can in fact imprint many realities, events and actions in
the mind’s eye and actually store those in the brain and central nervous
system. We etch and in-
fluence our capability for
success by deeply im-
printing success images
while in a deeply relaxed
receptive state. Use mu-
sic, slowing your breath-
ing, or formal relaxation
exercise to see the im-
ages in your mind -
clearly and in detail.
When your mind drifts,
concentrate to bring it
back to the picture.

You may become
aware of the feclings you
have and the feelings you
associate with your goal
oractivity. Letboth body
and mind experience what is there. Check to see if you are rooting for
yourself, or establishing obstacles. Experience the image with your
other senses, not just visually. Listen for sounds, {eel things, smell things
- use all your senses. Tell yourself that you deserve to achieve this
outcome - your goal. Expect and believe that the positive outcome will
occur. Put your will and energy behind the image. This is a very effective
way of influencing your peak performance.

Jack Nicholas, the golfer, imagines in each practice swing, the ball’s
trajectory and actual impact. A Chinese pianist, second to Van Cliburn
in a competition, was imprisoned for seven years without a piano.
Released finally and back on tour, he was musically superior to his
former self. How did he improve? By practicing in his mind every single
day, over and over again.

Ways Fencers Can Use Garfield’s ldeas

“The strongest principle of growth lies in human choice,” said George
Eliot. Not every fencer will benefit from Garfield’s ideas, but here are
some suggestions.

Visualize each action as it was learned. Watch bouts and apply actions
you are learning; see them as successful. Quicken your body’s response
time with repeated rehearsal. Review previously learned actions, intro-




duce anew concept, go beyond it, and then come back to it. Try the new

action even if unsuccessful, self-correct, and/or if with a more experi- @CRMGWN YOUR AWARD

enced fencer, draw some feed-back on your movement, essentially
failing your way to success.

When taking a lesson, focus on what you are doing that is right. Don’t
carry negative baggage. Remember Gestalt: The whole is more than the
sum of its parts, Reinforce your geod movements. If you focus on what
you are not doing well, you implement the incorrect movements.

Visualize your hand position in each part of your movement before
you get on the strip. Think of where your point is going to land, even if
you can’t see the spot (behind the elbow, over the back). Think how far
your blade will move laterally in a parry and visualize your thrust.
Control yourstrip by patterning your foot movements to draw responses.
Use mental rehearsal to increase your focus in a bout. Each evening, set
goals you will accomplish on the strip. Vary your actions and timing.
Practice relaxation on the strip as well as off. If you can, watch yourself
inamirrorto see if your body language is advertising a movement. Think
about why an action worked with one person, but not another.

Lastly, enhance your mental rehearsal: become a risk taker. Remem-
ber when Jujie Luan of China won the women’s foil event in the 1984
Olympics? Her competitive strategy was aggression and confidence. “1
won by being daring,” she said.

BACK TO BASICS

The Guard Position
and Its Importance

The foundation of fencing’s footwork affects
balance, speed, stamina and point control.

BY BRIAN NEAL KOVACH

B eginners and veterans alike would do well to learn and use a proper
guard position during all drills, practice bouts and tournaments. For
the beginner especially, a good guard position
can mean the difference between fencing well
and fencing to endless frustration. You can find
the classic “en garde” in any fencing manual,
but the ugly effects of dropping good form are
rarely discusses, Here, then, is a rundown on
what a good guard position looks like and why
it’s important.

Tobegin, place yourright foot (everything is
the opposite if you are left-handed) directly in
front of you so that your toes are pointed di-
rectly at your opponent. The toes on this lead
foot, believe it or not, determine where your
point will travel. If you allow the toes to drift
left, your point will drift wide left, particularly
on a lunge. Point control isn’t simply deter-
mined by the hand, but also by the body.

Place your left foot comfortably behind and .~ ____
slightly to the left of the right foot, with the toes B
pointing left and forward at about a 45° angle,
much like a sprinter at the starting block. You may have been taught to
keep your left foot at a 90° angle; my personal preference is a 45° angle.
If you find that your left heel lifts a little off the floor, that’s fine, but you
must snap the foot down on the lunge. Remember, it is the power of the
back leg and the traction of the back foot that propels you forward in the
lunge.

Now that your feetare in place, flex your knees and keep them slightly
bent, Make certain that you do not take too deep or too shallow a stance.
A deep stance, with the knees bent sharply, will lead to you tiring
quickly. A too shallow stance denies you speed and mobility. Check that
your feet are not too far apart or too close together. Too wide a stance will
make you immobile; too close robs you of balance. The general rule to
follow is to always feel that your feet are “under you,” making your
balance unbreakable and your speed instant.

Moving up, keep the torso and head upright which will accomplish
three things: First, an erect position will keep your weight evenly
distributed between your legs for balance and mobility. Second, It keeps
your target area as far away from your opponent as possible. And third,
it allows you a clear view of your opponent and his target area. Leaning
forward or backward compromises the advance, retreat and lunge.

A Extend your right arm as you turn your torso so that your left shoulder
is beh'ind you and your right shoulder points forward, along the line
established by yourright arm. Y our chin should be slightly to the left and
above your right shoulder so that you face your opponent squarely and

retain a clear view. Turning the torso in this manner does one very .

special thing: You offer your opponent a narrow profile view of his
target area; you obscure the entire left side of your torso. If you do not
turn your torso in this manner, you give your opponent a much Jarger
target to shoot at and thereby increase the chances of your being hit,
Countless times, my opponent’s point has gone passé while my simple
counterattack has landed dead center on my opponent’s chest,

Point your right arm directly at your opponent, with the elbow to the
left and bent so that the forearm is parallel to the floor. Aldo Nadi, in his
book On Fencing, states that the right forearm should be kept angled
upward with the tip of the blade level with your own neck. That is
acceptable for foil fencers, who may find it easier to parry and risposte
from this position, but epee fencers should ensure that the forearm is
hidden behind the bell guard. To avoid hand touches, the arm and
weapon should be perfectly level in the guard position. Personally,
prefer alevel fore-
arm with either
weapon; simple
attacks are easier
to execute. Either
way, dropping the
weapon arm slows
the attack and
parry, leaving
yourself open. If
you allow the el-
bow to drift right,
you lose hand con-
trol and widen
your blade action.

The left arm
should be fairly
well extended be-
hind you with the
palmup. Inthis po-
sition the left arm acts as a counter-balance to the right arm and is
prepared to reach backward during the lunge for greater extension
forward with the point. T first learned of this left arm position a few years
ago from a fan of Maestro Lajos Csiszar. I find it to be a bit more
comfortable than the classic coiled arm that Nadi recommends in his
book. Too many fencers drop the left arm to the side. This gives epee
fencers another target, and both foil and epee fencers sacrifice balance
and reach.

Fencers are universally taught to reach back with the lef{t arm during
the lunge. When this action starts with the left arm at one’s side, the body
is thrown off balance to the right. Also, when the arm is thrown backward
in this manner, you are not truly reaching back and thus not truly
achieving the desired extension of your point. Keep the left arm ex-
tended behind you or, if you prefer, coiled with the left arm almost
perpendicular to the ground.

If you’ve been following along, your left hip should be slightly higher
than the right. The purpose of this stance is revealed in the lunge when
you feels the increased drive of the left leg that results.

Remember that all fencing moves begin and end in the guard position.
When properly learned and relentlessly practiced, other actions become
easier to execute and more effective.

It’s hard for any of us to remember
when there wasn’t at least one Marx on the Olympic team. In the 1984
Olympic Games, six team members (out of the 20 total) were from
Oregon,; previously the division had never enjoyed even one Olympian.
Her results and accomplishments continued to mount, The latest: three

Sometimes it’s the little things that
make or break a club or division.

1.1.113 month’s column is going to be a bit scattershot
because I've got three separate nuggets of informa-
tion I want to pass on but [ can’t think of any smooth way to segue from
one topic to the other.

First, in a number of discussions about the liability of fencing clubs
it has been pointed out that we would all live in a better world if clubs
paid more attention to safety, particularly as it applies to what fencers in
the club are wearing. Basically, if two people are facing each other with
steel pointy things and they are not under formal instruction in a class or
lesson, they should be wearing all the required gear, period! Personally
1 don’t believe that even instructional situations should be exempted but
allowing a student take a lesson in t-shirt and shorts seems to be such a
grand old European tradition (of course, so was the Black Plague) that
I concede defeat on that one. Nevertheless, wearing mask, jacket,
plastron, glove — all in safe condition — and covering legs fully (yeah,
even for sabre fencers) is, I think, the equivalent of a school enforcing
the rule that all football players must wear helmets when scrimmaging.
Now, no club I know of has a sergeant-at-arms who can walk around and
monitor fencers’ apparel, but I would suggest that all club members can

ensure that the policy of appropriate fenc-
ing attire is maintained. After all, would
you rather annoy a friend by refusing to
fence until he suits up properly or take the
risk of literally having his blood on your
hands? It’s a no-brainer for me.

Something we do in our club would work
for everyone. We have posted next to the
check-in area a large sign which reads:
“Anyone wishing to fence and who is not
under the direct supervision of an instructor
must wear all equipment required by the
U.S. Fencing Association.” You may think of a better way to word the
admonition but you get the idea. Posting such a sign in your club would
demonstrate a sense of safety awareness as well as legal responsibility,
and would also serve as a reminder to everyone,

Next on my listis a division problem recently brought to my attention,
the “Hotline.” Since I recommended such a communication too] in, [
think, my second column for this magazine, I fully accept being at least
a co-winner of this year’s Dr. Frankenstein Trophy.

The basic concept of the Hotline — that it is a way for division
members to obtain current or late breaking information — is still valid.
It now appears that some division officers are using its availability to
turn their published schedules into mush. I've heard of events being
altered dramatically (say a women’s foil event being changed to amen’s
“C” sabre) only a week before the scheduled date. I have even been told,
although this is hard to believe, that someone even changed the division
qualifiers with little more than a week’s notice. In each case the rationale

was, “Hey, all they had to do was call the Hotline to get the changes.”
This attitude leaves me visibly shaken.

A division schedule, while perhaps having the permanence of the
Code of Hammurabi, is the rock upon which all other division activities
are anchored. Changes to it, once published, should be avoided at all
costs. If a change absolutely must be made, it should happen only with
the approval of the Executive Committee and should provide a minimum
of three weeks written notice of the change. Officers must always
remember that some division members need to plan their personal and
professional schedules in advance and a [ast minute change to an event
they had already made plans to attend could absolutely screw them to the
wall. Please, folks, use your Hotlines for general information, national
news, badinage or the like, but leave your damn schedule alone.

Finally, back to clubs again: The USFA Board of Directors approved
a Clubs, Divisions and Sections Committee recommendation that the
Leon Paul scoring equipment currently owned by the USFA be made
available to clubs through the existing Equipment Subsidy Program.
The CDS Committee will be putting together the precise details of
distribution for the Board’s approval at its annual meeting in September.

For that matter, it appears that very few folks know about the existing
program, a major good deal for groups who want to get a program
started. If your request for Equipment Subsidy is approved, the USFA
will ship you $1000 worth of basic equipment (foils, masks, jackets and
gloves). If you settle the bill in one year, you only have to pay back $500;
two years, $750. Only if it takes you three years do you have to pay back
the full one K. If you are want more information on this program, contact
the National Office.

the voice of George Kolombatovich demanded atten-
tion: “Forty four years! ... Forty four years!,” he shouted, “T"ve been
in this sport and I’ ve never seen the American flag raised for a world
champion, never heard the American anthem sung. So when you see
our flag raised for the first-ever American World Champion, Iris
Zimmermann, sing like you’ve never sung before!”

It was a magical moment. During the day, Iris Zimmerman had
demolished her competition, exhibiting a single-minded focus on the
gold that carried her through the round of pools and the direct
elimination ladder. During the gold medal bout, she never fell behind
in touches...but she never enjoyed more than a single touch lead.
Finally, with the score 14-13, Iris scored the golden touch, a parry-
riposte that hit square and solid.

Sabres and
Swastikas

In 1940 Reinhard Heydrich, the infamous
head of Hitler’s Gestapo, tried to usurp the
presidency of fencing’s international
federation, the prestigious F.LE.

n the spring of 1940, a few days before the German

Wehrmacht rolled through Belgium en route to

France, the Belgian military security service rounded

up and deported a number of Germans and real or
suspected German sympathizers. Later, the German oc-
cupational forces found the bodies of some of the deportees
in a cellar in Abbéville. They had been murdered where
their transport had halted.

The crime
should not
have made it
into postwar
historiogra-
phy, given the
millions of
people mur-
dered and oth-
erwise killed
in the period
between 1939
and 1945. And
it certainly
would not
have been of particular interest to fencing historians if it
hadn’t triggered a chain of events culminating in the least
publicized chapter in the history of the Féderation Escrime
International (FIE).

During the investigation by German military and po-
litical authorities, the Gestapo dragnet brought in a digni-
fied yet suspicious Fleming by the name of Paul Anspach.
Anspgch had nothing to do with the murders, but the
mvestigation brought to light that he was a prominent
member of the fencing world.

“So you are a fencer,” a Gestapo officer was overheard

saying. “That will interest our boss as well.”
Eminence grise

He was right. The Boss was interested—even more
than Anspach or even the Gestapo officer had reason to
suspect: On August 9, 1940, a special SS detachment led
by SS-Second Lieutenant Holzhauser arrived in Belgium
under orders to seize the archives of the FIE in Brussels
and Ghent and ship them to Berlin.!

Paul Anspach had caught the attention of Reinbard
Heydrich, the dreaded chief of the Gestapo, Nazi
Germany's sectet state police. After all, Anspach was one
of the founding fathers of the FIE. (He had been ap-
pointed secretary treasurer during the constituting as-
sembly in 1913.) In 1932, the FIE Congress at Geneva,
Switzerland, nominated Anspach FIE president and re-
newed his mandate during the extraordinary Congress
held on the occasion of the Olympic Games at Berlin in
1936, In September 1939, the FIE suspended all activities
due to the war. 2

Anspach was not only a fencing functionary, but also
a world-class competitive fencer himself, with an im-
pressive list of awards to his name. In individual épée, he
had won Olympic silver during the 1908 Olympic Games
in London, took the gold in Stockholm (1912), as well as
the bronze medal (London, 1908), silver (in Antwerp,
1920 and Paris, 1924) and gold (Stockholm, 1912) with
the Belgian épée teams.

When he was released, Anspach received a detailed
inventory of the documents and funds seized. But an
inventory list was a poor substitute for the archives
themselves. Thus he immediately turned for help to the
German Reichssportfithrer, von Tschammer und Osten,
who assured him he would take care of the situation.




But neither von Tschammer nor Anspach at this point
understood that the seizure of the FIE archives was just
a detail in the plan of The Boss. Heydrich didn’t care
about the papers or the meager finances of the FIE. He
regarded them, rightly, as a symbol of the FIE presidency
itself. And he considered himself to be the best qualified
successor to Anspach, whose term in office would for-
mally expire on December 31, 1940.

It is interesting that Heydrich kept up at least the
resemblance of bureaucratic propriety during what in
fact was his usurpation of the FIE presidency.

His first step was to assume the highest German
fencing office that one could be appointed to; In mid-
December 1940, he was given responsibility for fencing
in the German Reich as Reichsfachamtleiter Fechten,
effective January 1, 1941. Being the highest representa-
tive of the sport in the most powerful nation in Europe,
of course, gave him quite a different standing in his
dealings with Anspach and the FIE~—at least in his own
opinion. A month later, on February 5, 1941, he sum-
moned the FIE president to Berlin.

“Invitations” like this, of course, had to be accepted.
Anspach traveled to Berlin, where he was received by
Heydrich, who amicably congratulated the FIE dignitary
on his Germanic heritage and indicated a willingness to
selflessly “revitalize the activities of the FIE.” The
seized archives were put at Anspach’s “unrestricted”
disposal again, but would, for “practical reasons,” have
to remain in Berlin. During the war, international fenc-
ing activities would only be possible by German media-
tion, anyway...

But Anspach was not exactly enthusiastic about these
prospects. So Heydrich reminded him that his term of
office for all intents and purposes had expired anyway.
So why not officially transfer the presidential powers to
Heydrich, the patron and sponsor of German fencing—
only until Heydrich could convocate a new congress to
properly elect the new president. Anspach had 24 hours
to think the matter over.

Despite the danger he knew he was in, Anspach
refused to give in to Heydrich’s demands. And Heydrich
respected the resolution of a fellow fencer, much like he
bowed to the authority of fencing instructors. Anspach
returned to Brussels unharmed.

Wait a minute, Mr. Postman

But Heydrich was not the man who would have a
single man stand between himself and his pet prestige
project. Ten days after the incident in Berlin, Anspach’s
SS liaison officers, Hoops and Talman (both internation-
ally ranked fencers), showed up in Brussels. The letter
they delivered was nota communiction between Heydrich
and Anspach, as the two embarrassed officers explained.
[t was ghost-written, addressed to Heydrich by Anspach,
and had the Belgian humbly request Heydrich’s kind
consideration to assume the FIE presidency for the time
being. All Anspach had to do was sign the document and
return it with Captain Talman.

Anspach was furious. He fired off a letter to Talman,

acopy of which he sent to the president of the International
Olympic Committee. This put Heydrich in an awkward
position, which he immediately improved by enlisting the
Chairman of the Italian Fencing Association, Dr. Basletta,
as an ally. The mediation of Basletta, a personal friend of
Anspach’s, had the effect of achieving a “compromise.”

OnJune 25,1941 (only days after Germany had launched
the “Barbarossa” offensive against the Soviet Union)
Heydrich informed Anspach in a cordial yet definitive
personal letter that “for the duration of the war, he

(Heydrich) shall carry on the
direction of the affairs of the
FIE in consultation with Dr.
Basletta.” The final appoint-
ment of a proper president
would be made after the war.
Anspach again bombarded
Heydrich and international
sports officials with a bar-
rage of protest letters. But
again, Heydrich left him
alone. For him, the matter
was settled. He had added
the de facto presidency of
another international orga-
nization to his impressive
string of titles.>

This means. that for the
period between June 1941
until his assassination in
1942, Heydrich was de facto
president of the Féderation
Escrime International!
Was Heydrich a
Good Fencer?

The question if Heydrich
was indeed as good a fencer
as he fancied himself is not
easily answered. The histo-
rian faces two main prob-
lems regarding the available
sources. Would a sports
writer in Nazi Germany have
been willing to write the truth
about the pet pastime of the
chief of the most murderous
secret police force since
Beria’s Cheka? Would com-
petitive results have been
tainted by the competitors’
reluctance to fight full-force
against a man who could
have had any man “disap-
pear”?

Secondly, how reliable are
later sources? Can West Ger-
mans be believed who, like

Lord of the Flies

Reinhard Tristan Eugen Heydrich, born March
7, 1904 at Halle (Saale), has been called the archi-
tect of the Holocaust. Creator of the Nazi secret
police and rival in power to SS-Chief Heinrich
Himmler (whom he derogatorily called “the chicken
breeder”), Heydrich was one of the most feared and
most ruthless figures of the Third Reich:

Peak efficiency was to the fore of all his
entreprises: in the extermination of entire popula-
tions, in military intelligence intrigues, in fencing,
in the decathlon, in musical evenings (where he had
a reputation as a talented violinist), in courageous
forays into enemy territory as a fighter pilot, and
finally, in his self-motivated campaign of destruc-
tion against the “enemies of the state,” which in-
cluded Catholics, the conservative aristocracy, com-
munists and the criminal classes.”

In September 1941, Heydrich took on the task to
break the Czech resistance in the Reich Protectorate
of Bohemia-Moravia. The “Bohemian square” was
the turntable connecting geopolitical and military
strategic areas of importance from which Germany’s
war against Russia had to be conducted. Heydrich
tarned the Protectorate into a smooth-running arms
factory and infrastructural switchboard. He was
assassinated on May 27, 1942 near Prague, by two
parachutists flown in from London by the Czech
government in exile. Heydrich was driving in an
openlimousine to the airport, from which he planned
to pilot a plane first to Berlin, and later on to
Brussels and Paris.

When the over-excited first attacker forgot to
release the safety catch of his Sten gun, Heydrich
stood up in the passenger seat, pulled his pistol and
began to fire. His driver stopped the open
Mercedes—alethal mistake: The second agent threw
aMills bomb at the stationary car—a target too large
to be missed. Before Heydrich could leave the car,
the bomb exploded. Fatally wounded by shrapnel,
he still emptied the magazine of his pistol at his
killer before he collapsed. After his death, the Nazis
staged the infamous revenge action against the
village of Lidice (where the parachutists had landed, )
razing every building and killing or deporting every
man, woman, and child.
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Schirmer, claim that Heydrich was an “ambitious but mediocre” fencer?*
Could a mainstream West German or reunified German historian dare
claim that the head honcho of the Sicherheitsdienst was a good, even
exceptional fencer without running the risk of being accused of glorify-
ing the Nazi period (or being at least terminally un-p.c.)?

It appears that fencing had been a life-long passion for Reinhard
Heydrich. According to one source, his father Bruno had been Fechtrat,
or fencing council, at his high school at one point®, but otherwise little
published information is available on his son’s early career. Since he
never went to university, his exposure was restricted to the three sports
weapons: Heydrich never practiced the cutting rapier or the basket-hilt
sabre of the duelling fraternities, but on the contrary attempted to replace
these ancient systems with the Italian sabre,

Heydrich’s wife Lina testified that Heydrich fenced one houreach day
before attending to his many positions and duties within the Gestapo, SS,
and Nazi administrations, and spent the weekends away from the family
on tournaments and fencing meets.

Major German newspapers commented on Heydrich’s active partici-
pation and influence in leading the SS fencing teams, who carried off the
highest honors in all three weapons in the German championships of
1940. Heydrich himself favored the sabre. In the Reich “special class,”
meaning the best dozen fencers, Heydrich occupied fifth place—a result
not good enough to be ascribed entirely to sycophantism, definitely not
bad enough to qualify Heydrich as “mediocre.”

Fraternal feelings

Deschner recounts an international meet between Hungary and Ger-
many in December 1941. When one German fencer dropped out unex-
pectedly, Heydrich himself stepped in to complete the team. But as there
were wires to be tapped, dissidents to be arrested and Volksfeinde to be
assassinated, he was unable to participate in the regular training. Hun-
gary had carried off Olympic gold in the sabre team event in 1936
(Germany took the bronze) and certainly was not an inferior opponent
by any standards.

But Heydrich scheduled his training in the wee hours of his work-
day—between 4 A.M. and 6 A.M.! And he emerged as the best German
fencer in the line-up, and the runner-up in the individual performance.

Former SS fencing aces report that Heydrich always acted naturally
with them, ostentatiously living the “companionship of sports.” And
according to them and contemporary sports journalists, this companion-
ship extended to “civilian” fencers as well—something which appar-
ently was not noticed by the civilians themselves. One reason may have
been that Heydrich shamelessly tried to entice the most promising and
talented fencers to fence under the silver death head and crossbones: He
was a ruthless recruiter, who “wanted to build up an SS team of the best
fencers in Germany, or to make it look as if such men were best off in
the SS.”6 He even had Reichsfiihrer SS Heinrich Himmler sign off on an
order which obliged top SS leaders to learn how to fence with the sports
sabre.

For Heydrich, fencing even ranked higher than the Niirnberg Race
Laws: He was asked to protect Paul Sommer, a former German cham-
pion who was considered Jewish according to the Nazi genetic code.
Heydrich enabled him to emigrate to America. It is also reported that the
Polish Olympic fencers were protected during the war at the express
wish of Heydrich:

Kantog a Polish Jew who had taken part in the 1936 Olympics, was
even received in Berlin when he fled from the part of Poland under
;glv(ii‘d Zifjut};ati?n. Heydrich pumped him about training methods in

he Soviet Union and provided him with papers and money
18

before allowing him to return to Warsaw.”

A question of authority

Fencing masters and referees, of course, were a tad more critical of
Heydrich than his SS fencing buddies. One Berlin referee, for example.
wanted to introduce a fencing event restricted to the SS, because they as
professional soldiers were no longer amateurs in the true sense of the
word. Given Heydrich’s own “creative scheduling” when it came 1o
accommodatig fencing in his work day, it is not exactly surprising that
he took offense to this suggestion and made his resentment of this
particular referee well-known.

Undaunted, the referee went into the lion’s den to clarify matters with
Heydrich, who at first attempted to intimidate him with the power of his
office. But after having his nose rubbed in the shabbiness of this
approach, Heydrich gave in. He respected his opponent’s professional
authority even when he became the sports manager of the Reich fencing
department, whose director Heydrich was.

A similar phenomenon became visible on the planche. Heydrich, like
most competitive fencers, was a whiner when it came to accepting the
decisions of a director or referee-—until one reprimanded him publicly
for his lack of sporting fairness. Heydrich gave in:

Thus the contradiction between the sports comrade and top sportsman

on the one hand and the Gestapo chief and proponent of the Final
Solution on the other was more apparent than real as was demonstrated
inthe very climax of Heydrich’s sporting achievement. Reinhard Heydrich
resolved it in the principle of technical accomplishment and in his own
contradictory personality, which stood, as it were, in the middle.?

The
Georgia World Congress, the Georgia Dome and the Omni comprise the
Olympic Center, the most concentrated cluster of Olympic venues,
hosting nine sports. While the venue will seat 5,000, the USFA’s ticket
inventory holds at most 50 tickets for each event so interested parties
would do well to send in their payment ($13 for prelims, $29 for finals
gach day) to the USFA at One Olympic Plaza, Colorado Springs, CO
80909 as quickly as possible. Checks for orders which cannot be filled
will be promptly returned by the National Office.
