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ARE YOU A PARASITE?

It's t ime we took stock- too many o f ou r 
better offic ia ls ore becoming mere parasites 
of the sport. Membership in any group creotes 
certain obligations as well os privil~es, a nd 
t he capable official who has time to attend 
only such competit ions in which he is 0 con­
testant is not meet ing his obligation to the 
sport;· he en joys the game through the efforts 
of others and contributes not hing in return. 

There has always been 0 serious lock of 
competent officials. The development of addi­
tional men capable in this field requires time. 
Our present crop of less experienced men have 
demonstrated their w illingness to help and to 
learn but at the moment there o re not enough 
well-trained ones to go around. Inexper ienced 
juries, without at least a competent director, 
can be very d iscourag ing to the young fence rs 
on whom the fut ure of our spor t must depend. 
The fu n at competition is gone if the outcome 
at a bout depends on chance rather tha n the 
a bilities of the contestants. 

Every capable official should accept assign­
ments from his Bout Committee or college as­
soc iation os o ften as possible. The better off i­
ciols are of course in greot demand and can­
not comply with all requests, but if each one 
mode it a point to officiate in at least three 
or four events in which he was not competing, 
the s ituation cou ld be improved considerably. 

REMEMBER : If you have time to compete, 
you owe it to your sport to f ind time to offi­
ciate.

Re Professional Judges 
- To Warren Dow.

Your article on "Professional Judges" con­
tains some very fine, valid points. However, 
you are correct only up to a certain degree. 
You must broaden your horizons. 

True, not all professionals are Qood judges, 
also true, not 011 amateurs ore good judges. 
Too true, not enough of e ither are good 
judges. Why a ggravate the condition by 
eliminoting all the possibilit ies and re jecting 
the " few" good ones in the professional 
group? 

The fa ct t hot a successfu l t eacher must 
believe in the "superiority of his style of 
fenci ng" only emphasizes the point that h is 
students a re indoctrinated with h is "absolute 
confidence," too. Why is thc amateur not 
then suscept ible to this some possibility of b ios 
as the professional? 

A~IER1CA:< F E:<C!l'G 
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Since it is odmitted that a ll the profes­
sionals could not be di recto rs, due to various 
reasons, the n many amateurs would, of neces­
s ity, st ill do d irecting . Thus, their opportuni­
ties re lative to fencing and judging training 
a nd developm ent are not enti re ly removed. 

The American fan is accustom ed to seeing 
a professiona l " re fe ree" making the decisions 
on a basketball fl oor, footba ll gridiron, o r 
whol have you. These professional referees 
are usua lly coaches of other institutions than 
the ones port icipating. They are pa id for their 
work and do not get any work if t hey a re 
incompetents. It is t oo bod tha t we cannot 
have enough professionals to do all t he judg­
ing, for then , in American athletics, few if 
any of your a rguments would foil to be dis­
pelled. 

Too often, our di rectors in fencing are com­
petent, fai r , e tcetera, b ut they keep specta­
tors in confusion. Here aga in , the teacher has 
the edge on the amateur as fo r a s the spec­
tators are concerned. And there should be no 
doubt in our m inds that the sport will not 
grow unless we con attract growing n umbers 
of spectators. This is true of colleges and uni­
versities which, unfortunately, measure the 
values of a sport by its number of spectators. 

You see, Warren, we ore in a ccord to on ex­
tent . Using a "handful o f profess ionals to 
judge would not remedy the situat ion, but it 
would be a step in the right di rect ion for 
fencing as an " American sport," especially 
as o n intercollegiate sport. Small problems, 
such a s pay, scheduling, and having students 
of the professional In the same a ma t eur meet , 
can be largely overcome. The forem ost prob­
lem confronting fencing in America is one of 
philosophy a s well a s pract ice.

In the February issue Warren Dow wrote on 
illuminating article on the current Question of 
permiMing professionals to judge in amateur 
competit ions. [t is not the purPQ$e of this 
communiQue to toke a side on the q uest ion 
but to to ke exception to one of Warren's 
statements. He says, " It is a fact that a suc­
cessful t eacher must bel ieve in and have abso­
lute confidence in the superiori ty o f the school 
or style of fencin 'il which he teaches. Any 
deviation from his .school o r style by his pupils 
evokes fro m him instant c rit icism." I cannot 
believe that Warren really thinks that. 

Surely, no intell igent pro fess ional can dis­
regard the self-evident fact that each school 
hos produced magnificent fencers and that 
each school is adopted to exploit and develop 
particular talents of particular fencers . Neit her 
can ony conscientious pro fessional dismiss the 
evidence that t ruly great fence rs are Individ­
ualist ic fencers and that their greatness comes 
from judicious and inte ll igent depa r tures from, 
or modif ication of, scholast ic m ovements. In 
many inst ances professiona ls have schooled 
them in these departures and modifications. 
There is also much e vidence to prove that 
many of our best fencers are composites of 
s tyles and real ize that their particular talents 
can effectively utili ze techniques of more than 
one school. A'ilain the professional has ad­
v ised and trained these composite fencers. 

I am convinced that Warren has plenty of 
ammunition for his s ide of the Quest ion, and 
in presenting the above argument he was 
carried a way by h is zeal. But I cannot be­
lieve Ihat he meant to poi nt the pro fess ionals 
as utterly unreasoning automat ons who oct, 
think, a nd judge like well-designed robots.

(The IFA, NCAA. end other collegiate bodies 
have adopted t he rule limit ing uncle rgrod\XIfeo 
fencers to a single wea pon in compet"ens 
under t he ir jurisdiction. The ru le encou rages 
the deve lopment of more fencers, b ut poses 
the problem here indicated.) 

More and more u niversi t y fencers are g oing 
into the t eaching profession, and should there­
fore be encouraged to sell themselves to the 
school or college authorit ies a s fenCi ng coaches 
os well as inst ructors of m athematics, bio!OQY, 
or what nol. 

Few schools or colleges, os compared to uni­
vers it ies, can offord a tull-time fe ncing coach; 
a nd few coaches of the so-called ma jor sports 
are capable of teachin'il fencing. It is there­
fore rarely possib le to introduce fenc ing os a 
recognized sport under foculty supervision un­
less such a port-t ime coach a s is suggested 
above m ay be found. 

The rule limit ing o n undergraduate fencer 
to a si ngle weapon works to the detriment o f 
fa ) developing future coaches who a re well 
grounded in a ll th ree weapons and (b) ar­
ranging three-weapon matches between small 
college teams.

o f the Solie. The firs t Fechtwort wos General 
Fra nz Siegel of Civil War fame. Other Fech­
twarts have been Mes!rs. Anton Rie th, Jr., 
Henry C. Prew, John Allaire, Dr. Paul Bem:en­
berg, George Reimherr and the present Fech­
twort, Dr. G. A. Santini. Colonel Edwin Emer­
son a nd Mr. Jo"n R. Hurley ore honorary 
Fechtwarts for life. 

Among the fencing instructors at the Tum~ 
Verein have been General Franz Sie9CI, Charles 
Koch, Anthony Greco, Anthony Sca fati and 
the present fencing mo ster, John P. Knopp. 

A p icture o f the women's fen cing closs of 
1915, 35 yeors ago, is shown above. Centered 
in the picture is Chorles Koch, the club's 
fencing master for mony yeors. In the bock 
row, second from t he right, is Miss Adelino 
Gehrig ..... no ..... as U. S. Women's Foil Champion 
in 1920, 1921 , 1922 and 1923 a nd repre­
sented the Uni ted States in the Olympics in 
1924. Other winners for the Turn-Verein were 
Dr. Paul Benzenberg, U. S. Epee Champion in 
1908. He placed second in epee in 1907, 1909 
and 1910 and th ird in 1905. G. W. Postgate 
..... 05 U. S. Sabre Champion in 1908. George 
Reimher r was cham pion t hree t imes in three 
weapon competit ion and was the firs t ..... inner 
of the president 's medal in 1907. 

Most beloved of Turn-Verein fencers ..... as 
John Allaire who, after thi rty years of fencing 
at the Turn-Verein , represented tha t dub ot 
the founders' meeti ng o f the AFl A in 1891. 
H e was e lected Vice Pres ident of the AFlA 
from 1912 to 1929, at wh ich time he was 
mode Honorary Vice President , which position 
he filled until his death in 1937. The AFLA 
establ ished a memorial trophy in h is honor 
which is awarded on!'lually to the U. S. Men's 
Fo:1 (hcmp,o.,.

FROM ITALY 
"THE GAUDINI CUP"

Two six-man foi l teams representing France 
and ' Italy fought each other to a standstill 
before 2,200 spectators in Rome during the 
f irst annual competit ion for the Gaudini Cup, 
sponsored in memory of the former Olympic 
Fo il Champion . The rules do not permit a 
count of t ouches, and the match ended at 
18- 18. 

The French team consisted of Rommel, 
French Champion; Buhan, 1948 Olym pic Cham­
pion; Bougnol and Lataste, members of the 
1948 Olympic Championship Team; Netter, 
International University Champion; and Noel, 
not ional ranking fencer . Italy was represented 
by G. Nostini, Ita lian Champion; Di Rosa and 
Mongiarotti, members of the 1949 World 
Championship Team; Mirandoli, Italian Uni­
versity Champion; Ragno, Olympic fencer in -
1932 and 1936 and Spallino, nationa l rank­
ing tence r. Neither country had the strongest 
poss ible representation; France lacked D'Ori-
0 10, World Champion, while Italy went with­
out R. Nostin i, runner-up in the World's Cham­
p'onship , and Pell ini, member of the World 
Championship Team. A ll t hree were unable to 
compete for reasons of health. 

The tournament was divided into six rounds 
of six bouts each; a French and Italian direc­
tor alternating for each round, while two 
judges from each country remained constant 
throughout. 

Fronce had a better balanced team and 
would have won on touches if the rules per­
mitted. The individual st ars were Mangiarotti 
and Di Rosa.

FENCING -- ADVANCED THEORY AND PRACTICE 
(continued from February issue) 

Before launching into the method of teach­
ing, it is advisable that the instructor become 
familiar with the various schools of fencing. 
A dear picture of the background and the 
differences between the two principal schools, 
the Italion and the French, will help consider­
ably to d ispel misunderstandings and misin­

t erpretations by the pupil. 
The greater number of American fencers 

are of the French school. There is a group 
that employs the Italian foil combined with 
some modifications of French methods, but as 
a rule the variations deri ved from the Italian 
school are poorly applied because of miscon­
ceptions of principles involved. 

Despite the advent of types of foi Is other 
than those used in the Italian and French 
schools , the play has not varied. These weap­
ons, which can be classified roughly as pistol­
grip types, have served to make fen cing rough­
er, with the pretended advantage of unneces­
sary strength. We also find some who t ie the 
French foil to the hand in an effort to gain 
"added strength." The reason for this proce­
dure is that the fencer is holding his weapon 
improperly; if he were holding it properly the 
strapping would not be necessary. 

The advantages to both professional and 
amateur in knowing both schools are obvious. 
To know but one school is not to really know 
it completely, since both are highly compara­
tive. Each serves as an arc in a circle and it 
is necessary to know both schools in order to 
have a complete understand ing of either one. 
The author is not of either of the two schools, 
but has taught both methods and is well versed 
in the principles intrinsic to French and Itali an 
fencing. Noteworthy is the fact that the writer 
taught the Italian method in Argetina. Despite 
a leaning toward the French method, the ad­
vantages of both schools wil l be pointed out 
with full justice done to each. 

The representatives at the Italian school 
won the Olympics of 1912 (Nedo Nodi, brother 
of Aida, emerged individual champion) and 
they also won the Olympics of 1932 and 1936. 
The representatives at the French school were 
victorious in the Olympics of 1904, 1908, 1924, 
1928 and 1948. The records of the two schools 
in other major international competitions may 
appear to be equa l, but perhaps further in­
vestigation will cast more light on the true 
picture. 

After the first World War sports in general 
suffered from a noticeable decadence . In Italy 
and Germany, however, the dictatorships which 
developed, organized Olympic and Internation­
al teams in the most efficient and semi-pro­
fessional manner. 

Mussolini created the Colosseum of Musso­
lini for the express purpose of turning out win­
ning International teams. The best amateurs 
and professionals were selected and had few 
other tasks save to fence and prepare for 
world c:ompetition. Mussolini himself gave much 
propaganda to fencing. 

In the meantime, in France, Belgium, Eng­
land and the United States-countries adher­
ing to the French school- fen cing was on a 
level more befitting amateur standing. For 
the most port fencers had to be content with 
two or three weekly periods of a few hours 
duration as their preparation for international 
com petition. 

If it is true that the Italian school is im­
proving its fencers lately on a real amateur 
basis, it is olso true that for the lost twenty 
years the Italian school has copied the most 
important improvements of the French schoo l 
to a large degree. Despite the differences that 
existed between the two schools t hey have 
now merged to a point where there is little 
to d istinguish one from the other. 

There are still some differences between the 
schools and these will be noted: 

T he it a lian weapon has as its prinCipal 
chara cte ristic the c ross-bar. It is not hing e lse 
but the cross-bar of the o ld Spanish sword, 
cut at the ends so that it does not po.ss beyond 

the edges of the guard. The Italian lightened 
the weapon by cutting the protruding ends, 
as they were no longer necessary for the new 
fencing method. ( In the old days the extended 
cross-bar was used to grip the opponent's 
sword between your bar and blade, close the 
distance and attock with the free hand which 
had another blade.) The purpose of the pres­
ent cross-bar is to lend strength to parries and 
attacks upon the adversary's blade. 

The French school el iminated the cross-bar 
completely wh~n it discovered that skill com­
pensated and surpassed the use of force. They 
thus created a new weapon which accented 
manouverab ility t h rough the action of the 
fingers. Strength was left for defense and 
attack but decept ion was inst ituted to over­
come the opponent's force . 

In the old Italian school the on guard was 
assumed with the arm extended, reminiscent 
of the old Spanish school which favored the 
extended arm. The arm was withdrawn to a 
bent position in order to parry and give the 
proper flexibility to the return. Late ly, the 
position has been modified to a bent arm on 
guard. The position of the legs in the old 
Italian school is with the left knee perpendicu­
lar to the left foot . 

At the outset, the French school called for 
the arm to be held no more than three inches 
fro m the body, with the e lbow bent, and the 
weapon pointed at the opponent's eyes. The 
position of the legs on the on guard also varied 
from that of the Italian school in that the left 
knee is slightly forward in relation to the left 
foot. 

The old Italian school had the parries of 1, 
2, 3 and sem icircle, and the arm slightly bent 
in execution. The position of the hond is simi­
lar to that of the French, wi t h the exception 
of the semicircle parry which did not exist in 
the classic French school. The fingers are held 
in pronation with the point directed at the 
shou lder of the adversary. This parry has been 
called high seventh, or septime prevost by 
some Frenchmen. In order to a nnul the danger 
of a replacement, the point is deviated from 
right to left in the execution of all parries. 
The semicirc le is a form of halt-counter-parry. 
It often take~ the form of a contraction parry 
and because of this frequently meets the at­
tacking blade too soon or in a line not com­
mensurate with t he passage of the attack. It 
is here that the cross-bar comes into play and 
gives the strength necessary to complete the 
action. The French weapon does not lend itself 
as easily to a like situation. Today the best 
Italian fencing masters use only the parries 
of 2, 3 and 4, and not semicircle any more. 
The execution is similar to that af the French, 
with the exception of the third parry which is 
made with the f ingers up as in the French 
parry of six. In add ition, the beat parry has 
been adopted. The reader may find a discrep­
ancy in the enumeration of these parries, but 
this is due to the fact that the standards have 
been changed so often that it has left the 
Italian school without any sort of uniformity . 

The French had eight parries with their 
respective counter-parries from the beginning, 
but they arc now using only 2, 4, 6, 7 and 8 . 
Parries are made with the strong part of the 
blade, keeping the point of the weapoon, after 
execution, aimed at the adversary's eyes. This 
school hod from the very beginning two ways 
of parrying: one, the opposition parry, is made 
by mere ly closing t he line against the attack­
ing blade; the other, the beat parry, is made 
by adding a sharp beat execut ed with the 
fingers as the blade is brought into opposition. 
The beat parry compensates in the French 
school for t he cross-bar of the Italian weapon. 
The Italians have adopted the parry and at 
present it is used by most fencers of that . 
school. The parry is performed more efficiently 
with the French weapon because it does not 
requi re any action from the forearm or wrist. 
It al so de via tes effi cien t ly the a dversary's 
b lade to right or left to a void a repla cement 
Gnd ' does so without bringing the d efender'S 
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~oint out of line as in both the ol d and new 
Italian schools. Lately some Frenchmen have 
been attempting to use a high seventh parry 
in an effort to gain the some advantage t hat 
the semicircle parry gives to the Ita lians, but 
the results have not been good because the 
Italian foi l is needed t o execute the movement 
correctly . Today the French school performs 
the parries with the arm less bent and the 
guard is a lso assumed with the arm more ex­
tended than previous ly. 

Very se ldom, if ever, were attacks made 
with a simple lunge in the old Italian school. 
The att ock was always preceded by on ad ­
vance a nd a taking of the blade by binding o r 
press ing . In addition, the movement itsel f was 
init iated from out of dis tance and was com­
pleted by a cut-over or some other simple o r 
compound action. I t was done principally be­
cause the arm of the adversary was extended 
with the poi nt held in line and it was there­
fore absolutely necessary to remove the threat 
before otten"\pting to touch . The st iffness of 
the arm, which descended from the old Span­
ish school, made force on essentia l component . 
Today the extended on-guard position of the 
arm is not employed, and it is therefore possi­
ble to get into distance wi t hout attacking the 
blade on every offensive action. Attacks on t he 
blade are still used to a great extent, however, 
because the Italian school fencer does not 
fence in distance. He depends largely on what 
that school calls t he counter-attack and the 
French descr ibe as a time touch. The Italians 
advocate this even against straight thrusts or 
disengages, while the French try to prove th is 
procedure is unsound. Actually, the Italians 
were correct because of the schoo l's former 
method of attacking p rior t o extending the 
arm . In doing the counter-attack the st rength 
of the cross-bar is more efficient in closing 
the line. 

Many years ago, the attacks of the French 
school were always made from within d istance . 
A deep, long lunge was used and the advance 
was employed only to gain distance to the 
point of attack. Attacks upon the blade were 
not used to any degree. The use o f the ad­
vance o r retreat wa~ so limited, t hat they d id 
not need a long str ip. The action consisted 
largely of getting close to the opposing fencer 
and provoking h is attack. The theory was to 
make t he parry and return so effective that 
one's adversary would be forced to close the 
d istance even more in order to make his at­
tacks effective. The method was used between 
French fencers, but in competit ion with the 
Italians the st op-thrust was used frequently. 
The French found that it was diff icult to stop 
the violent Italian attack because so much 
depended on t he proper timing of both fencers. 
As a result, the guard has been modified. The 
arm has been extended, resulting in a low­
ered po int. In addition, footwork come int o 
use more p rominently in advancing and re­
treating. 

The French school can be described in d e­
tail more easily than the Italian . Very much 
can be said for both schools, but the Ital ian 
is difficult to document because of the con­
fusion that exists between its two phases. In 
addition to its reforms, and it has been steady 
in that respect, t here have been t he personal 
developments of various fencing masters. No 
books hove been written that would serve to 
make them standardized. The principal books 
written in the last f ifty years include t hose of 
Parisi, Barbassetti, and Pini, and the lotter 
was published in 1905. In reading these books 
a great difference of method will be noted. 
In addition, they are antiquated to a t remen­
dous degree, considering the modern t echn ique 
of the Italian school. In modern t imes a book 
supposedly dealing with the Italian schaal was 
published in the Eng lish language in New 
York by a great fe ncer. Th e t echnical terms 
are those o f t he Fre nch school, however, e nd 
it cannot be g ive n serious conside ra tion es 
typifying the Ita lian school becc'.JSe o~ ' h lock 
of ~pecific method.. 
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
