AMERICAN FENCING 

PRESIDENT'S ANNUAL MESSAGE 
It is gratifying for me to send all fencers 

cordail greetings from the AFLA officers and 
best wishes for the 1965-66 season. 

A formidable task confronts all of us in 
our common desire to see U.S. fencing further 
develop on all levels - international, notional, 
collegiate and scholastic. To attain this ob­
jective requires the maximum effort of each 
fencer and each Division Officer. It cannot 
be accomplished solely at the notional level; 
we in the Notional Office can only provide 
leadership and coordinate the many activities 
leading to the desired development of our 
sport. 

One of the most pressing problems is the 
lock of adequate resources to enable uS to 
insure greater participation in national and 
sectional championships, greater international 
exposure for our best fencers! more extensive 
development of fencers at the scholastic level, 
etc. 

There recently has been considerable con­
troversy over the national dues structure. 
Intelligent fencers should realize that the 
AFLA is a non-profit organization and the 
officers are charged with two main respon­
sibilities, (J) intelligent use of available funds 
to benefit all fencing activities, and (2) in­
creasing the financial strength of the AFLA 
to benefit and insure future development of 
fencing. With strict adherence to the fore­
going, the question of whether the League 
can operate on greater Or lesser funds is 
unimportant. A s a I I expenditures oft h e 
League must be authorized by the Board of 
Directors, our concern shouild be that maxi­
mum benefits are derived from the use of 
the funds available. 

To provide for greater fund raising activity 
I will propose a national "Fund Raising Com­
mittee" whose sale responsibility will be the 
solicitation of funds from business establish­
ments and individuals. I also will propse that 
such funds as are received be categorized as 
follows: (a) Funds for day-to-day operations; 
(b) Funds for investment in a trust fund, the 
income only to be used for AFLA purposes. 

In view of the possible, imminent designa­
tion of the AFLA as a tax-exempt organiza­
tion by the Bureau of Internal Revenue, Our 
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fund raising activity should be considerably 
simplified. Long range planning of the type 
described in (b) is a requisite to provide for 
financial security for the AFLA. While the 
immediate benefits from such a trust may be 
relatively negligible, succeeding administra­
tions will be able to enlarge the scope of their 
activities as contributions and/or income in­
crease. Complete details will be submitted 
to the Boord of Directors and Division Officers 
shortly. 

In this connection AFLA members should 
be aware of the fact that the League pres­
ently is the residual benefiCiary of a $25,000 
trust from the estate of J. Brooks B. Parker 
of Philadelphia. When the proceeds are' re­
ceived they must be used exclUSively in con­
nection with international fencing competi­

tions. Would that several such bequests 
existed to alleviate Our problems. 

I also pion to designate a "National Mem­
bership Committee l

' to promote membership 

in the League. It is requested that the Chair­
man of each Division deSignate on individual 
who will undertake this task on the division 
level, so that interchange of ideas, sugges­
tions, etc. re membership development can 
be coordinated between the national and 
division offices. 

Your Notional Officers would welcome sug­
gestions or criticisms on any matters pertain­
ing to fencing activities. Rest assured that 
such communications will receive prompt at­

tention. It is requested that suggestions or 
critiques deal with subjects directly pertinent 
to League activities. All members are re­
minded that agendas and minutes of each 
Board of Directors l 

I~Aeetings are sent to the 

Chairman of each Division. Many questions 
posed by League members are covered in the 
Board minutes which are available from your 
Division Chairman. The burden of correspond­
ence, in addition to other heavy duties qs­
sumed by notional officers, would be reduced 
considerably if questions were to be routed 
initialfy to the Diyision Chairman.

Russell measured up to his ability and 

e on strong in the foil finol to win over 
Irod and Jones. But a shocker in a semi-

e Six 

final barrage was the elimination of Defend­
ing Champion Herb Cohen. No less surprising 
was Olympian Harriet King's failure to reach 
the final. Joe Elliott pulled an upset in the 
weapon of upsets, the epee, to win the title 
from such former champions as Pesthy, 
Micahnik and Eisner. Elliott has the potential 
of international caliber. Other surprise final­
ists were young Mike Morgan of the U and P 
and Jeff Checkes of the Fencers Club. 

Jon Romary maintained her notional su­
premacy, finishing strongly to defend her title 
in a fence-off with Pilar Roldan-Gitfenig of 
Mexico. Further indicating the strength of 
our southern neighbor, Dr. Cicero and Sr. 

Almada of the Mexican Olympic Team also 
fenced powerfully in their events. In the 
women's foil, however, the girl to watch is 
Carol Abby who may be ready for a berth on 
the J 968 Olympic Team, given additional 
seosoning and training to complement her 
indomitable will. 

Alex Orban easily took the measure of !he 
sabre field to win the title. A combination of 
superior technique, heavy training and emerg­
ing maturity gave Orban confidence to handle 
his opponents in convincing fashion. But we 
cannot overlook Bill Goering's heroic .effort 
to reach the top. He fought Orban touch for 

touch, only to lose 5-4. 

Epee team was the most hotly contested 
title. First place was decided by two touches 
against; third place by one touch. Don 
Margolis sprained his thumb early in the 
competition, keeping the Fencers Club from 
making the final even closer. The young 
Salle d'Nord team of Elliott, Block and Borack 
showed surprising strength, but unfortunately 
they have much yet to learn in sportsmanship. 

There were several other glaring unsports­
monlike incidents that marred on otherwise 

outstanding Nationals. Several among the 
veteran sabremen vocalized contempt for di­
rectors' decisions. The Bout Committee hod 
to admonish these individuals that continued 
misbehavior would bring suspension from fur­
ther competition. 
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On the plus side, a system of using as many 
qualified directors as possible in the quarter­
finals, semi-finals and, if qualified, the finals, 
resulted in on equitable and pleasant distribu­
tion of duties. About 10 different directors 
shared a rotating system of two or three bouts 
at anyone time in the finals. 

Two serious incidents concerning valid~ 

entries come to I ight which necessitated pro­
tracted deliberations and decisions by the 
Bout Committee and Jury of Appeal. The first 
involved Herb Cohen and delayed the start 
of the foil for 3 hours. The second concerned 
Tom Bolla and interrupted the sabre for 3 
hours. 

The Bout Committee discovered that Cohen 
hod not sent in his entry. He presented his 
case and said he foiled to submit on entry 
due to a mental block caused by several 
authoritDtive letters received from various 
sources indicating the League was paying his 
passage and that he was expected to defend 
his title. He assumed he was entered as on 
automatic qualifier. Citing the rules for cer­
tification and entry to the Nationals, the Bout 
Committee voted 6-1 against allowing him to 
fence, referring to the rule which states "The 
Bout Committee has no power to omend the 
rules of fencing". Cohen appealed to the 
Jury of Appeal which voted by a large major­
ity of some 40 persons to allow him to defend 
his title. 

In the Bolla incident, it was reported that 
he hod not qualified from his division, nor 
hod he received Boord of Directors permission 
to compete from any other division. This 

information come to light between the first 
and second rounds of the individual sabre. 
Examination of the records showed that he 

was on the certified list of the Philadelphia 
Division although he hod not been allowed to 
fence in the qualifynig competition because 
he arrived on hour late for that event. The 
Bout Committee voted 6-0 to disqualify him. 
Bolla appealed and stated he assumed he was 
an automatic qualifier because he was second 
in the North Atlantic Sectional Championships 
and that Hamori, who won, was already on 
automatic qualifier. The Jury of Appeal de­
cided by one vote to allow him to continue 
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in the competition. Censure of the administra­
tion of the Philadelphia Division is in order 
for placing Bolla's nome on its certified list 
with the knowledge that he hod not qualified. 

The Committee met a refreshing display of 
honor while settling Bolla's status. Mike 
Morgan also waS not qualified from Phila­
delphia because he hod not fenced in the 
qualifying competition, yet his nome also ap­
peared on the certified list from Philadelphia. 
When he learned of the Bout Committee's 
decision on Balla he voluntarily withdrew from 
the competition. Following the Jury of Ap­
peal's vote On Bolla, the Bout Committee, in 
fairness to the honorable Mike Morgan, asked 
him to continue in the sabre competition. 

The Cohen and Bolla cases will be on the 
agenda of the next Boord of Directors Meet­
ing.

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JUST fOR THE RECORDS 
by W. J. Latxka 

Whenever a member joins, his nome is 
registered on the official roles of the Amoteur 
Fencers League of America. His address is 
recorded and used to send AM E RIC A N 
FENCING and other mailings ta him. During 
the COur"" of the year, many members of the 
League move from one place to another. This 
is particularly true of college students, who 
reside at school during port of the year and 
at home during the remainder. Each move 
necessitates a change in the list, in order 
to enable moil to reach the member. In the 
post, these lists were kept on addressograph 
plates which we r e maintained by moiling 
houses, and a duplicate list was maintained 
by the Recording Secretary on 3 x 5 cords. 
Because of the nature of such a system, 
changes were quite difficult to make and 
members missed certain mailings. Further­
more, this system cost the League almost 
$1,000 a year to maintain. 

Several years ago, the League WaS ap­
proached by the Columbia Record Club with 
an offer wherein the Club agreed to maintain 
the League's list and do their mailings. In 
return, the Columbia Record Club would use 
this list to develop statistical analyses of the 
length of time it takes for mail to travel to 
various parts of the country. Since the 
Columbia Record Club is a mail order house, 
and timing of its mailings is of importance to 
them, such an independent source of informa­
tion is quite valuable and well worth the 
expenditure of maintaining the AFLA list. 
The League's Board sow the advantage of 
this arrangement to us, and unanimously ap­
proved it. 

As a result of the Board's deciSion, the 
Columbia Record Club took over the list (still 
under the supervision of the Secretary's of­
fice), and reproduced this list on I BM cards. 
The I BM card system has an inherent flexi­
bility not available in the addressograph 
system; consequently, it was possible even 
within the first few months of operation to 
dear out duplicates and to rapidly upgrade 
the list. Today it is rare for a fencer not to 
receive his magazine if his dues are paid and 
his Division secretary has promptly forwarded 
them to the National office. Also, in order to 
obtain the statistics required, the Columbia 
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Record Club maintains the AFLA file in a 
first class condition. All changes are im­
mediately updated and registered on the file. 

In addition to nOW having a first-class file, 
the AFLA benefits from this arrangement be­
Cause the Columbia Record Club moils the 
AMERICAN FEN C I N G magazine free of 
charge to the League. Such mailings, even 
though they are second closs, still amount to 
several hundred dollars a year. The printer 
of the magazine is located in Terre Haute, 
Indiana, which is also the location of the 
Columbia Record Club, so there is no delay 
between the time the printer completes bind­
ing the magazine and the time that the 
magazine is put into the moil. 

The Club undertakes ta make special mail­
ings ta the fencers. For instance, at the 
beginning of each seaSOn the Club prints up 
the materials and mails a bill and a reminder 
to every member of the past two seasons, 
asking them to re-join and informing them 
where to send their dues. The Club has also 
printed and mailed, at no cost to the League, 
such items as ballots and proposed changes 
to the By-Laws. It is estimated that this serv­
ice saved the League approximately $700 
last year alone. 

Because of the nature of the file, which 
the Club converted at no cost to us, it is 
possible to maintain accurate records of mem­
bers, locate old members when they re-join, 
and to have the advantage of being able to 
analyze some of the characteristics of League 
membership in general, such as how long 
members remain 'with the Leopue, where they 
come from, etc. 

From this arrongement the League gained 
a special but little known service from the 
Columbia Record Club, namely, the ability 
for a member, who expects to be at on 
address for a temporary period of time, to 
give us this information and to receive his 
moil at the address where he will be located 
ot the time the mailing takes place. For in­
stance, a college student may tell us that he 
will be in college from September until May 
and that he will be at his home address from 
that May until the following September. By 
submitting the dates and the address to 
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ERICAN FENCING, P. O. Box 144, Terre 
lte, Indiana, his moil will be automatically 
cted to the address indicated at the time 

is there.

Nhen a new member of the Amateur 
lcers League of America pays his dues to 

Division secretory and fills out the card 
gives the secretary the information, he 
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starts a process which puts his name on the 
official AFLA list. The Division Secretary 
forwards this information and the national 
portion of the dues to the Recording Secretary, 
who in turn forwards the information part a 
Columbia Record Club's headquarters in Terre 
Haute, Indiana. There an IBM cord is pre­
pared for the member, which shows several 
things. An account number is given to the 
fencer prefixed by a code which indicates his 
team affiliation. Every known team in the 
United States is coded. If a new group is 
formed, a new code will be assigned to it. 
The purpose of this account number and its 
team identification is to allow us to locate 
the member rapidly, to know something about 
him, and also for the Club to toke a sample 
of all members. I n addition to this important 
informotion, the IBM card contains the mem­
ber's name, address, division, the lost year 
he paid, the year he joined, the type of 
membership under which he jOined, and moil 
sorting codes. If a person is already a mem­
ber oft h e Amateur Fencers League a f 
America and none of the address information 
has changed, his card will be corrected to 
indicate the lost year paid when he renews 
his membership. 

Every other week a random sample of 
1/10th of the members is taken and a 
questionnaire cord is prepared for them. This 
questionnaire card is enclosed together with 
a blatter, a letter, and a business reply 
envelope. On the card are five questions, and 
the answer to those five questions are the 
basis for maintaining our relationship with 
the Club. The most important question is 
the dote on which the card was received. This 
indicates when the card was delivered to your 
home. The next question asks whether or not 
you were home the day this card was de­
livered. This question is asked so that it is 
possible to differentiate between people who 
actually know on what day the card was de­
livered, and those who may have been away 
on vacation and therefore received the card 
when they looked into their mailbox upon 
their return. The third question, "How long 
were you away," is simply a means to guage 
the probable fluctuation in delivery dates 
based upon the possible time period during 
which this card should have been delivered. 
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It is also possible that you may have moved. 
In which case the next question, "Is the 
address shown correct," is quite important. 
If the address is not correct you should correct 
it on the card. If the card was forwarded, the 
dote on which you received the card is not 
necessarily a true delivery dote. The last 
question dealing with the postmarked date of 
the post office that forwarded the card is 
again an attempt to gouge how much time it 
took for this forwarding process. This infor­
mation may not always be available. 

Six weeks after the first mailing took place 
a second mailing is made to the member. 
This mailing consists of a free record and 
again a questionnaire card identical to the 
questionnaire card of the initial mailing. The 
record is, like all other items that you receive 
from the Club in this manner, yours to keep 
free of charge with no obi igation whatsoever. 
It is requested, however, that you return the 
questionnaire card. The information gleaned 
from this questionnaire card pays for this 
whole process. 

The records which are sent to you in this 
way are surplus items which cannot be ex­
changed. They are yours to enjoy as a gift 
from the Columbia Record Club for your 

assistance in this survey. They are always 

monophonic editions of the recording, since 

the monophonic record can be played on 

e i the r monophonic or stereophonic record 

players. Sometimes when more than one 

member in the family is a member of the 

League, they will receive more than one copy 

of the same recording. This is not controllable 

without a great expense. Many League memo 

bers have found that these additional records 

make very nice presents. 

The arrangement between the Columbia 
Record Club and Amateur Fencers League of 

America, I nCo is of benefit to both. There is 
never at any time any obligation upon the 
League members, in any way, due to these 
mailings. However, the beneficial arrange­
ment is supported by the strength of the 
response to the questionnaires. It is there­
for urged that in order to continue this ar­
rangement, which is of so much value to 
the League, that when you receive the Test 
Section questionnaires you fill them out as 
requested and return them in the business 
reply envelope that is furnished with each 
one of them.

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QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 
(Ed Note: The tenor of the new administra­

tion is reflected in the following exchange of 
corespondence.l 

From Richard F. Oles, Maryland 

"I've been following with interest the 
ruckus created by Albert Manley's now­
celebrated article on the AFLA. Rebuttals 
by individuals beg the question or become 
indignantly righteous but there's been no 
direct reply from our National Office. I am 
not a Manley disciple nor am I sure lowering 
the dues would do any good, but I do believe 
members deserve a decent, complete and 
non-condescending answer to their questions 
from a National Officer, and not be shrugged 
off or ignored. Furthermore, Messrs. Goldstein 
and Solomon write as if what Occurs in the 
Metropolitan Division is typical of the country 
Over. So they have a 58-event schedule? 
They should come down from their ivory 
tower to the peasant's co un try where 
despite all efforts the high schools won't 
touch fenCing with a 10-foot pole, you're 
lucky to have 12 events a year, you don't 
have a choice of fencing clubs to visit every 
night of the week, and the news media put 
fencing results on a par with the jai-alai 
scores from Lower Popocatepeti. These two 
gentlemen should join us for a year to get a 
true insight into the problem confronting the 
majority of divisions. (Ed. Note: Me. Gold­
stein belonged to the Miami Valley Division 
and Mr. Solomon was a member of the St. 
Louis Division where he helped establish the 
Midwest Section.l 

I restate some of Mr. Manley's questions 
and add one or two of my Own: 

WHY is the AFLA so small? 
WHY do we have an annual turnover of 

50%? 
WHY when smaller and poorer nations do 

it, can we not build a team of international 
caliber? 

WHY, in 1963 with some $3,000 in the 
International Fund and $6,000 in Unappro­
priated Reserves, did we not use some of the 
money to send our best men to the World 
Championships? 

WHY, with the AFLA needing money, are 
same 1,500 ex-members still receiving Ameri­
can Fencing and/or the Rules Book? 
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WHY are almost 1/5th of our members 

Associate? 
WHY, after the constant complaint that 

the Nationals are too big and too long, hasn't 
this tournament been cut down by restricting 
it to qualifiers from the Sectional Champion­
ships? 

WHY, in the expense-per-member figures 
for 1963-64 is there a discrepancy between 
Dr. Makler's figures ($3.50) and the T reas­
urer's Report ($2.50)? 

These are, I think, perfectly reasonable 
questions." 

From Norman lewis, President of AFlA 

"Thank you so much for your letter. 
completely agree with you that questions 
directed at the Notional Office should receive 
replies. That's a minimum courtesy. I would 
appreciate it, however, if such questions were 

directed to the President of the AFLA who 
will then have the responsibility to reply or 
to see that a reply is made. (Ed Note: In 
other words, if you want official replies please 
use proper channels instead of posing ques­
tions in American Fencing.l 

I n direct reply to your questions - WHY 
is the AFLA so small and with such a large 
annual turnover? The size of our membership 
is pathetic. Probably a contributing couse is 
the lock of a well-organized public relations 
program designed to attract new members 
and retain existing ones. I propose to estab­
lish a Membership Committee to work on 
this problem and am asking the Secretary of 
the AFLA to furnish a list of members for the 
post three years so that follow-up procedures 
can be instituted at the Notional and Division 
level to recapture old members. In addition, 
we will seek out a prominent Alumnus from 
each college to solicit members whether or 
not they now fence. 

Re Caliber of International Teams. From 
personal experience it seems that the main 
reasons are lack of frequent exposure to top­
notch international competitions, scarcity of 
top-caliber coaches consistently exposed to 
world fencing, lack of government financial 
support, lock of publicity to entice athletic 
youths to participate in fencing, etc. (Ed. 
Note: In addition to Mr. Lewis the US has 
had one or more individual finalists in every 
Olympic Games from 1928 to 1960 except in 
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36 and has won team medals in 1920, 
32 and 1948 in addition to having other 
alist teams in 1920, 1932, 1948, 1952, 
56 and 1960,) 

Re 1963 War I d Championships. The 
Jrd of Directors felt that such an expense 
S not advisable. You will note that ac­
'ding to the financial statement for the 
Jr ended August 31, 1962 the AFLA ex­
,ded considerable funds for the 1962
